THE YUKON ROYALTY,

Plain “Truths Told to the ‘Government

by ‘Dawson Men at the® Capital.

Fom ‘thie’ Ottawa *Citizen.

The
speaker, Dr. J. L. Lam, of . Dawson
City, is at present in the capital en route
for Europe. To prove his assertion this
gentleman took up the question of Toy-:
alty. “Why, the government in exacting
a ten per cent. royalty on the gross out-
put is simply committing a robbery,” he
exclaimed. “The banking charges, etc.,
inerease. this to 161% per cent., and be-
sides this a large percentage of the value
of the miner’s gold has to be paid out
in labor and living expenses.

“Not satisfied. with charging the tem
per cent. royalty on the net gain, that
is after the heavy expenses have been
paid, the government has,” Dr. Lam
continued, “‘persisted in collecting it on
the gross, thus the miners have to really
pay ten per eent. extra labor and other
expenses already teo.heavy to bear in
many cdses.” In this gentleman’s opin-
ion the government could on a two per
cent, royalty control the affairs of the
Yukon and be ahead. Dr. Lam states
that the imposition of the heavy royalty
of ten per cent. has had the effect of
driving capital and labor to the Cape
Nome gold territory on the :American
side, where no royalty is exacted. The
result is that the American gold fields
are heing thoroughly developed while
the Canadian districts are being neglect-
ed and not developed.

Dr. Lam also scores the govermment
for extravagance in the maintenance
of a branch of the militia at Dawson
City and Fort_Selkirk. He states that
the troops which were kept there at a
cost of $700,000, were not needed to pre-
serve order, and did nothing to develop
or improve the country, the road build-
ing, etc., being all done by contract.
“They were as much needed and about
as useful as 5,000 American soldiers
would be in Ottawa,” was the way he
