Oyer
the . question of the debit balance some
disciesion ensuned, when it.was shown
that subsequent to the 31st of January
the date of the statement, the sum of
$650 had been received from the Do-
minion government, thereby wiping out
the deficit., Of the $2,546.51 still due
for cattle sold, the secretary told the
meeting that the money was coming in
all the time, the accounts being all good.

Major Mutter also informed the meet-
ing that a lien note by which the security
of the stock was to be retained, was bg-
ing prepared at the Attorney-General’s
department. -

ecretary Harwen added that the risk
of the stock rested upon the purchasers
from the day that the awimals were
loaded in the Bast, and that the associa-
tion ‘required that one-quarter of the
purchase price be paid in advance, the
balance being payable on delivery.

Mr. Trapp pointed out, that as the
business was not being carried on with
the view of making profit, it was simply

. desirous of breaking even, and so there
was no excuse for anything like logse-
ness of business, nor should any ngks
be assumed. Every single transaction
should be safe-guarded as perfectly as
“possible. He also thought that the busi-
ness might well be conducted So that no
grant would be needed from the govern-
,ment. at ‘all. The farmers of British
Columbia required ne government. dole.

PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS.

Major Mutter, after tracing the in-
ception of the work, showed that the
association not only provided for the im-
portation . of ecattle from  the Hast
or elsewhere, but also for the sale of
cattle bred here in British i(Columbia. At
New Westminster, where some Jocal
stock was sold, one dealer at least had
been more than satisfied with the re-
sult.

In this work much of the success ob-
tained had been due to the emergy and
discretion ‘ of- their able 'secretary, Mr,
Hadwen. They must remember that his
dutfes were not.merely of a book-keeping
sort. Upon him had fallen the burden
of the arrangements of these sales, en-
tailing a great deal of travel and labor
iu this province, as well as in the Bast.

‘His  Honor the Lieutemant-Governor
then entered the meeting and was re-
ceived most enthusiastically by the dele-
gates.. Sir Henri, on being introduced
to the Hon. C. L. Smith, expressed his
regret at being unable to hear his ad-
dress of the previous evening, and on
takinig a seat listened with much interest
to the proceedings.

Major Mutter also paid a handsome
tribute to the directors of the associa-
tion for their hearty co-operation in the
work ‘done during the past year. %

‘As a result of this work he considered
that there was a far greater interest
taien throughout the provinee today in
the matter of the breeding of cattle.
People were on all sides trying to secure
better bred stock, were keeping them
after better methods, and thereby secur-
ing much better results from a financial
standpoint.

After expressing, his regret
at not being able to attend the sessions
of the (Central Farmers® institute, he
stated how strick he was after his few
years experfence in this province with the
great differences  existing between the
conditions prevailing here and in Enyh
ern ‘Cdnda.” Of 'all the classes: of in-
dustry ~of British Columbia, none ap-
pealed to him so much ag did the agri-
cultural, 'The riches of the forests, oﬁ
the mines, and the_ fisheries were suc!
that the capitalists were. .eve;ywh\e:e
found ready to bring  their money t;
bear upon these industries, but tolvh eio
them were to be found ready to put T
mcney into farming. The farmer t:as
thus left to’ stawd on his own bottom,
to shift for himself. He had almost to
ereate the very land from which the
fruits of their labors were fo be drawn.
Hence it follows that this industry was
particularly deserving of every amin;
ance on the part of the government o
the province.

The minutes were then adopted, and
acco

al'sroh:h ge-cretary’s report was then read

by Mr. Hadwen, and ran as follows:

“President .and Gentlemen,—In making
a report on the work of the year, I am
pleased to say that a lu_rge amount of
work has been done. It is evident that
the association, in taking hold of the
actual dealing in stock, in assisting
farmers and others to purchase it, and
get the same delivered at the lowest
possible expense, has been the means of
indroducing a large amount of new blood
into the province which wou'd not have
been brought in otherwise and which is,
without doubt, improving the flocks and
herds of the country. I venture to say
that if the association had not done this
not one-quarter of the amount of stock
would have been brought in, nor would
there be.in the province anything like
the same interest taken im good stock
that there is at the present time. That
these importations will be continned I
have no doubt, but of course the trade
will probably change considerably. pn
the coast, where the work was first in-
troduced, I look forward to the auction
sales, for I think it of great jmportance
to continue these sales, to consist prin-
cipally of local’ stock. !

There will always be a certain num-
ber of special orders, for the reason
that some particular strain is réquired
or that this system happens to be more
convenient to the persons ordering. The
Upper Country will, of necessity, ‘have
to be supplied from the outsideé; without
doubt better sires will be used there,
znd T may add that I find that the recent
saleé at Ashcroft.did a good deal to bring
this about.

I anticipate a demand on the ranges
for some 75 to 100 bulls a year, and
as the ranchers combine to do away
with thie serub sire they will require
many mare/than the numbers stated.

‘We have, as you know, practically at-
tempted nothing in ' the line of horses
yet; there is a good field for work in this
\ direetion. The present demand is draw-
ing more attention to the breeding of
horses, .and their improvement on the
ranges is badly needed. Owing to the
exceptional - demand for horses in the

80 see if it is mot possible to send a
shipment to.Toronto. in the spring.

Inquiries should be made as to what
our supply of horses suitable for army
purposes is, and, if advisable, to ask
for a visit from Colonel Dent and make
all necessary arrangements for the same.

A considerable effort should be made to
encoursge the raising of swine in our
province until a sufficient supply exists
to warrant the establishment of a pork-
packing house. Once the supply is here
there are firms who are quite ready to
establish- a branch in the West. With
our clover pastures pork can be raised
at a very low cost of production.

In regard to poultry, an equally impor-
tant factor in .the prosperity of our
farms, we should energetically work up
this trade. We should, and no doubt
will, get in time at least equal gssistance
from the Commissioner of Agriculture
in the shape of poultry stations and lec-
turers that the Hastern provinces get,
but we must ask for this .and do what
we can besides to assist our local poul-
try associations and get them to assist
in taking up practical work. It is well
Known, in comnection with this ques-
tion, that it is almost impossible to get
good poultry at the present time in our
cities, A ;

In reference to my recent visit to On-
tario, I assure you that the fat stock
shows at Guelph and Amherst, and the
lectures given theré, were of great in-
terest to. me. The immense gathering of
people, all anxiois to learn something,
8o that addresses had to be given again
to overflow meetings, was in itself very
impressive. Granted that we are not
equal  to a show such as the one at
Guelph; but if Nova .Scotia sy hold
one, successfully at that, why not we
in British Columbia? I would recom-
mend that an attempt be made for next
winter, ‘and I venture to say the live
stock commissioner: will give us every
assistance and will help us to make it a
suecess, *

At these meetings it is the infensely
practical” part of all the proceedings
which makes them so popular with the
publie, ‘and I think the visitors, from
the Governor-General down, went away
convinced with the good work done by
the Live Stock association.

At ' Gunelph and Amherst the most |
populer features were the addresses on
the live. and dead animals; specimens
were brought into the lecture room and
good lively discussidns ensued, affer-
wards the dead carcases were brought
in and’ comparisons made with their ap-
pearance when alive.

In connection with this, I would sug-
gest the following:. The Live Stock as-
sociation of the Northwest will hold ‘an
aunction sale of stock and horse show
begiming on the 15th of May, and a
number of men, including Mr. F. W.
Hodson, Mr. Peterson, deputy commis-
sioner for the Territories; and other good
speéakers will be in attendance, and are
quite  willing to come further West if
we want them. We could hold at icast
two meetings, one in the Upper Coun-
try and one on the Coast, and arrange-
ments could 'be made to get suitable
specimens of -cattle, sheep,
and ‘have them lectured on both alive
and dead. I venture to think that such
a meeting wounld be very popular; and
would give people an idea of what could
be done at a fat etock show later on,
In regard to the importations of stock
some criticisms huave 1’552""”“ thet
the guality has not. been, what it shonld.
This is a question largely of prices. We .
have. so far limited Mr. Hodson with
he lowest price of cattle at ‘which he

prices while I was in the Bast, and I
do mot think an individual could have
purchased the stock we have got for less
money than we have paid for it, while
the expenses in buying would have been
much greater. The question now is,
will our breeders pay higher prices so
that we could pay more for the stoek
and not be at a great loss, for the past
sales I do.net think we could have done.
At the present time the greater part
of bur breeders still think $100 a great
deal of money to pay for a bull; even
our la "breeders hesitate about pay-
ing more, while the average farmer of
the province wants to get something that
will do for $50. The same thing has ap-
plied  to our ranchers, “although: many
of them now see the*advantages of pure
bred@ blood and are ‘mnxious to get it.
In the Western states the ranchers are
paying better prices than the flarmers,
and are turning out on the ranges 300,
500 and even 1,000 bulls because they
find it pays. This is a question of edu-
cation. Now, I have heard of range
calves being sold for $20, and on the
dower Fraser ordirary yearlings sold for
$30 this winter. These prices do not
correspond with requests for bulls at
$75, it is not reasonable.

I believe, however, that we shall gradu-
ally be able to raise our prices, and have
no doubt that the man who pays $100
now will probably not think so much of
$300 when he comes to buy again.

In ‘whichever light we look at it, in
the consignments recelved many very
good, individuals have been sent, others
will no doubt throw good stock, which,
if given good ecare, will show improve-
ment on the original stock, for I see no
Teason why we cannot raise in this prov-
inve stock.every bit as good as any that
‘haye ever been raised in Onmtario, and
I look forward to the time when our
‘breeders “will send stock to the Toronto
exhibition.

In connection with the stocker ques-
tion, I have already published my views.
It is; however, the most important
movement which has been before the
ranchers . and farmers of this province
for some time, and it has aroused a good
deal of interest. It seems probable that
further importations will be made be-
fore long.

Specking generally, the past year has
been a prosperous one, feed has been
plentiful and prices good, the price of
stock and all animal products has been
high, the disastrous drought of the mid-
dle states did not reach us. con~
tinued incremse in the jmports of agri-
culturalproducts shows that we do not
begin to supply our needs in many lines
and that there is ample room to increase
the production of each of these.

In conclusion, I beg to refer to the
warm interest taken in the work of the
association by the Minister of Agricul-
ture, the Executive committee and the
directors, which has made my work
very pleasant.

Mr. W. H. Hayward, M. P. P. for
Esquimalt, then’moved the adoption of
the report, and.in' deing so, paid a nice
tribute to Mr; . Hadwen’s able work in
eonnection. with (this office. In second-
ing the resolution,~Mr. T. J. Trapp, of
New  Westminster, ‘concurred - most
heartily in Mr. Hayward's references to
this popular secretary. ‘The mndion was
then put and carried. as was alen a vote
of thanks to Mr. Hadwen, which that
gentleman gracefully acknowledged.

cause the animals were sound and of
good quality. He thought that a single
car lot would be quite enough for the
next sale, if they were as good as could
be obtained. As a result of comparison
with these importations, he was sure
that it could easily be Shown -that as
good cattle were being bred in British
Columbia 2s jn any other part of the
world. 3

Mr. Ladner, in following, told of ‘the
good stock at presemt being bred here,
and of their success in competing with
not only Eastern stock, but with the
herds of Washington and Oregon.
.. Mr. Hayward then reminded the asso-
ciation that nothing was being  said
about dairying, which was still a most
important matter. ‘To his knowledge,
there had iféén great advances made in
the quality’'6f butter made in the prov-
ince, and in the general condition of
the dairying interests, HHe hoped that
this question of live stock would not
monopolize ‘al’ the time and attention -of
the assoeiation. 5

Major Mutter pointed out the extent to
which the dairy work.was being taken
out of the hands of this i iation by

whole matter was in their own hands,
tfor heére a combination could easily be
made in spite of the fact that they were
farmers. As it was, one creamery un-
dersold the other, and they all suffered.
Delta had done this once.

Mr., Ladner said that the demand for
the butter of the Delta creamery was so
great, and the butter so good. that it
commanded a price five cents a pound
higher tham any other. He supposed
that this was because of the richness of
the Delta grasses.

Mr. Jaynes replied, that when a year
ago the wholesale price of Cowichan
creamery butter (fresh) had been ad-
vanced from 30 to 35 cents a pound, the
dealers had advised them that the Delta
product had been lowered from 30 to
27Y% cents, and so they could not afford
to touch the Cowichan article.

The Hon. C. L. Smith said that he was
much interested in the question of the
price of butter. There were some peo-
ple wanting to sell, and a lot of peopls
wanting to buy butter to eat; and Whew
butter was sold for over 30 cents a
pound his thy was wholly with
the man who bought. He thought that
the dairymen of Vancouver Island and
of this province would do well, how-
ever, not to try to sell their butter for
‘more than 30 cents a pound, but rather
to make more butter and make it mere
cheaply. ‘That might easily be done by
Keeping close account of everything.
Since October last he had been travelling
about in Oregon and ‘Washington, and
had eeen many cows, but the finest cow
that he had seen in the four months
was about 16 miles out of town. Mr.
J. H. Smart’s cow, down in Metchosin,
wes the best of them all. She would
make well nigh 500 pounds of butter
in a year, and while her owner had told
him that she was worth $75, he con-
sidered - her a cheap cow at three times
that sum, and yet in Spite of the nme
cow and the care she was getting, her
owner had amongst other things gsked
him if it would pay to feed her cai% two
gallons of milk a day, and.ther sell it
for $12. Worked out it meant iving 20
cents worth of butter for sev cents
worth of veal, $18 ‘of feed for a $12 calf.

farmer should go closely into ‘all
these matters, and he would then make
more money, not by putting up the price
of butter, but by raising more roots, and
not letting a cow waste butfer fat by
trampling about in the muck.

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victoria Meteorological Office. 19th to 25th
February, 1902.

During the week the barometer has been
abnormally lbw throuyghout the western
portion of the comtinent, -and particularly
over Western Calffornia, where, in place of
fine ‘weather at this season, there has been
2 series of severe storms on the coast,
which have caunsed several wrecks and loss
of property, particularly among the sealing
schooners.

New (Liner of the C. P. N. Co. for Skag-
way Run Will Be Registered on
Other Side.

The steamer which is to be "built at
one of the shipyards of the Atlantic

P. 'N. eompany, for service on the Skag-
way run, will be given a United States
register. This will be done in order to
better enable the vessel to compete with

running out of Seattle; and should an-
other rate war, such as that which was
going on soon after the C. P. R. took
over the C. P. N. vessels, be started, the
new vessel could be run from Seattle as
weill as from ‘Victoria and ‘Vancouver to
‘the North. She could run from Victoria
to Seattle, and thence via Vancouver to
Skagway, under existing coasting laws,
although she could not do business be-
tween two British ports. ' When the
plans were arranged for the new steamer
last fall, it was decided to build a steam-
er of about 280 or 290 feet, or, perhaps,
310 feet over all, a single screw steamer,
with a double bottom, and so built that
she could carry live stock as well as
freight and passengers, and the live
stoci would not be offensive to the pas-
sengers. She was to be three-decker
and have fittings for cold storage, to ac-
commodate freight. With 70 or 80
staterooms, she was to have accommoda-
tion for about 200 passengers, and
smokingrooms, bathrooms and other ap-
purtenances to make the vesse‘l an up-to-
date passenger -carrier. It is . under-
stood that the plans have not been al-
tered ‘sinc.

CALLED FOR INSPECTION.

The Steamer Dirigo Left the Outer
Wharf Yesterday For Skagway.

The steamer,Dirigo ealled at the Outer
wharf yesterday morning on h_er way
North, for iuspection. The Dirigo had
40 passengers and 500 tons of cargo. J.

NORTHWEST IN DISTRESS.

Is Leaking, Short of Provisions, and Her
Pumps “Are Disabled.

Leaking, and with the crew short of
provisions, the barkentine = Northwest
was spoken by the steamer Queen en
route from Victoria to San. Francisco,
49 miles northwest of Point Arena, Wed-
nesday afternoon, bound from Puget
Sound for San Francisco, and now 20
days out. When the barkeutine was
sighted she was flying signals of dis-
tress, and-the Queen bore down on her.
Capt. Hall found that she had a cargo of
piles, was leaking badly, the pumps being
clogged apd failing to work, and that
all hands were on short allowance of
food. A liberal quantity of food was
sent aboard the Northwest from the
Queen. The ‘captain of the barkentine
sent a request by the Queen for a tug.
No tug could be found avajlable for the
trip at San Francisco yesterday, but
the revenme cutter :MecCulloch will prob-
ably be sent out after her.

When the steamer Umatilla arrived
from 8-n Francisco on Sunday night, she
reported sighting the derelict of the
abandoned schoonmer Laura Pike, adrift
to the south of the Columbia, and now
the southbourd steamer Queen has also
reported sighting the derlict in lat. 46
N, 124 W.—in the direet track of
steamers. So great a menace to navi-
gation is this drifting derelict, lying in
the course of the fleet of vessels plying
on the coast, that the Marine Exchange
of San Francisco yesterday petitioned
the United States government to send
out a vessel to destroy it. ‘When the
schooner R. I. Morse was wrecked®she
was destroyed when her crew 'were
taken off; but when the Nome City took
the crew from the Laura Pike, three
weeks ago, she was left adrift, a floating
menace to navigation. 'These ivater-
logged derelicts which float until the
currents and southeast gales of winter
throw them on the Vancouver Island
o? Queen Charlotte Island coast, consti-
tute an awful danger to ocean traffic, a
danger which every seaman dreads, bat
can with dificulty avoid.” The United
States - Hydrographic office, with com-
mendable foresight, keeps, as far as it
can be done from the reports of ship-
masters,. a ‘‘derelict” chart. giving the
positions and drift of these floating dan-
gers for each month. It is to be hoped
that a cutter will be sent to destroy the
wrecked Eaura Pike, before she drifts,
as did the Rcliance,” whose company’s
fate is still a mystery, to the Vancou-
ver Island coast.

MINING DEAL.

'Atlin Property Chdnges Hands and to
Be Extensively ‘Worked.

BULKLEY RIVER
SETTLEMENT

Government Perfects Plans to
Locate One Hundred Fam-
ilies in Cassiar.

Messrs. J. 'W. Meclntosh and Arthur
Davies, of Vancouver, were in the city
yesterday consulting with members of
the cabinet regarding the proposed set-
tlement of land in the Bulkley river val-
ley, Cassiar district, particulars of which
were published in the Colonist several
weeks ago.

" Messrs. MecIntosh and Dawes repre-
sent ahout 100 settlers, many of them
heads of families, who propose forming
a settlement south of Hazelton, where
they will engage in extensive farming,
for which the land is admirably suited.
Negotiations have been carried on for
some time past between the promoters
of the settlement and the government as
to the exact terms upon which the land
would' be granted, the settlers asking
certain concessions and slight variations
of the land regulations. The result of
these negotiations and of yesterday's con-
ference is that the goverument have
agreed to a fair and satisfactory ar-
rangement with which the promoters are
greatly pleased.

Mr. McIntosh describes the location of
the new settlement, and the terms ob-
tained from the government, as follows:
The Bulkley river is one of the main
branches of the Skeena. It empties into
the Skeena at Hazelton, which is 150
miles from the mouth. The valley of
the Bulkley is about 110 miles long, and
from eight to ten miles in width. The
country is level and partly open, while
the. rest is easily cleared. By giving
each settler 320 acres of land, there is
room for mearly 1,000 settlers in the
valley. Arrangements have been made
with the government thnt conditional
upon 100 settlers going there inside of
18 months, each will receive a free grant
of 100 acres, and the option of pre-
empting 220 acres additional, for which
a Crown grant can be secured by pay-
ment of $1 per acre. 'The government
will build a wagon road through the
valley and build the schoo's necessary.
The valley is situated on the western
slope, the climate is excellent, and In-
dians. who have lived.there have grown
potatoes and grain with good success.
