VINCENT LEAKING.

Will Have to Discharge Her Rails and
Dock at Monteviedo.

The ship Vincent, which is bringing
rails from Rotterdam for the C. P. R.
has put into Monteviedo leaking and
seriously injured as a result of heavy
weather encountered on the North
Atlantic. The Vincent, which sailed
from Rotterdam on November 30th with
a full cargo of rails, is badly strained
and leaking, and as a result of a survey
made by Lloyd’s surveyors it has been
found mnecessary for her to go on the
dry dock for further examination, and
the entire cargo of rails and general
merchandise will have to be discharged.
‘The coal ship Inverlyon, which is bring-
ing a cargo of coal from Cardiff for the
navy is due. She is now out 127 days.

IS BRITISH.

Wryefield Hoists  the Jack Instead of
Dane’s - Flag.

The large steamer Wyefield, operated
by the Rosenfelds as a collier between
Nanaimo and San Francisco, has again
been placed under the British flag,
marking the seecond change in her reg-
istry within a few months. Some time
ago, when it appeared likely that the
Danish West Ind'es would come into
possession of the United States Govern-
ment, the Wyefield, as well as the
steamer -Arab, changed her flag from
British to Danish, in the expectation
of coming under American registry
through the transfer, thus escaping the
usual expensive cost of shifting registry.
Since the Danish islands are to remain
Danish, the owners of the Wyefield
have again hoisted the British colors,
following the usual legal steps in such
cases,

FOR THE ORIENT.
Athenian Sails and Shinano Maru Fol-
lows With Heavy Cargo.
i[Steamer Athenian, which sheltered in
the Royal Koads owing to the heavy
gale, left for the Orient yesterday
morning. Tue sieamer Shinano Maru
also left the Quter docks yesterday for

. the Orient, sailing at 2 p. m. for Yoko-

hama and ports. She carried a heavy
cargo, including a heavy Texas cotton
shipment, +,50v bales, and 3,200 bales
of cotton sheeting. She has also 700
hogsheads of Virginia leaf tobacco and
1,300 tons of Washington flour from
the mills of N:aitle, Spokane and Walla
Walla. The Shinane also has a silver
shipment of 150,734 ounces from the
Everett smelter and the Puget Sound
Reduction & Refining Works of this
city. Practically the entire consignment
is the product of Washington and Mop-
tana mines. It is consigned to leading
banks of China, where the white metal
is the chief circulating medium. Besides
cotton, flour, sheeting and tobacco the
Ehinano takes several hundred tons of
general freight.

She will
have a cargo of 12,000 tons, comprising
cotton, lamber, flour, silver, and machin-
ery.

The exportation of food stuffs to Aus-
tralia has assumed heavier proportions
than ever and the Pacific Coast is pros-
pering from the results of a new mar-
ket, although it is at the expense of
the drought-afflicted districts of the lit-
tle continent. If anything, the exporta-
tion of cereals from this Coast to the
Antipodes will increase during the next
six months, for even theugh it is en-
nounced that copious rains have fallew
in the drought-afflicted districts the de-
luge came too late to save the crops
and it & renn-ted ‘that the country cau-
not produce grain or cereals for another
season. However, the recent ' rains
have the effect of saving what little
livestock remained in the affliated dis-
tricts, and the eheepmen will have an
opportunity to start all over again.

BRUNSWICK WRECKED.

Lost on a Reef After Parting Moorings
at Tort Bragg.

The steamer Brunswick, Capt. Ham-
mer, is a wreck on South reef ,at Fort
Bragg, on the Mendocino (Coast. She
went ashore in the gale of last Satur-
day night, and it is not probable that
the vessel or any part of her cargo will
he saved. All the 16 of the crew got
safely ashore.

The Brundwick, which left San Fran-
isco last Friday night for Fort Bragg,
frrived there Saturday, and, after land-
ing her passengers and discharging part
of her cargo, a terrific gale blew up.
The Brunsw ck, it is reported, broke her
moorings and drifted on the reef, where
she was buffeted all night by the hurri-
cere, her crew being forced to aban-
don her.

Fort Bragg is an open roadstead and
vessels are obliged to lie off the shore
fast to heavy mooring lines, and their
cargoes are carried to them on over-
Lead trolleys from the bluffs of the
coast line. The Brunswick was fast
to the moorings and had taken on part
of her load when a heavy swell rolled
in from the ocean and in the pitcning
of the vessel the mooring lines parted.
Before the steamer’s engines could be
started she was carried up on the rocks
of the beach. A hole was soon pounded
through the planks of the hull, -and
all efforts to save her were useless. The
members of her crew scrambled. ashore
through the surf and little was saved
from the vessel.

The Brunswick is among the latest
type of steam schooners on the Coast.
She was built in 1898 at gNorth Beud,
Or., and has a displacement of 436 tons
gross. (She was owned by C. A. Honp-
er & Co., and wes chartered by the
Union Lumber Company.

The Alsternixie is not a new vessel.
iShe was built at Belfast in 1892, and
for several years sailed the seas as the
British bark Lord Templemore. iShe is
a four-masted steel bark, measuring
330 feet in length and 45-foot beam.
Her depth of hold is 26.7 feet. She is
the biggest sailing vessel ever headed
for this port, having a net register of
2,947 tons, and with a carrying capacity
of about 7,000 tons.

Only a few years ago the vessel was
placed under the German flag. iShe was
bought by the “Alster” «Company of
Hamburg, and placed in first-class con-
dition. Belonging to the same line are
the Alster, Alsterkamp, Asterthal end
Alsterufer. Of this fleet of monster
vessels the Alsternixie is second for size.

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FAST IN PORTHOLE.

‘Predicament of Foolish Fireman on a
Japanese. [Steamer.

After making a wager with a ship-
mate that he could crawl through a 10-
inch porthole of the ship, a foolish fire-
man of the Wakasa Maru, one of the
INippon Yusen Kaisha’s Asiatic fleet,
undertook to win the money.

THE MONSTERS,

Particulars of the Great Liners Being
Built for Great Northern.

The following description is given of
the new liners ‘being built at New Lon-
don for the ‘Great (Northern line: Seen
from the yards they loom up to a dizzy
height. A birdseye view of the deck
obtained from the power house on the
mainmast between the building stocks
reminds one of a city block. It is 630
feet from the bow to the stern of each
of these sister boats. From the port to
the starboard rail is 73 feet and the
depth is 56 feet. No bigger ships have
ever been built. The gross tonnage is
23,000 tons, and the total local displace-
ment dis 38,000 tons. They will be prac-
tically mnsinkable, owing to the numbber
and position of their water-tight com-
partments, They have cellular or dou-
ible bottoms, with six feet between the
inner and outer hulls.

Much curiosity exists among the rate-
payers as to what are the exact stipula-
tions imposed upon the city by the
Scottish millionaire in the event of the
building being constructed; and a Col-
onist reporter yesterday made inquiry
at the City Hall for some specific ' in-
formation on this point. He discovered
that there is a remarkable paucity of
knowledge available as to exactly what
are to be the terms of the contract
when finally drawn, the only documents
to hand in this regard being a copy of
a resolution to be passed by the council
in the event of Mr. Carnegie’s offer
‘being accepted, and the terms of the
bylaw which was submitted to the rate-
payers. KFollowing is a copy of the re-
solution passed by the council on ac-
cepting the offer of a free library:

That whereas by Bylaw No. 392, of this
Council, it was enacted that a free public
library to be erected with funds provided
by a donation from Mr., Andrew Carnegle,
'be maintained and provision is hereby made
for such maintenance.

And whereas the said donation of Mr.
Andrew_ Carnegie has not been formerly
accepted and it is desirable to do so.

And whereas it was a condition of Mr.
Andrew <Carnegie, attached to the said
donation that the Council of the Corporaton
of the City of Victoria, should pledge it-
self by resolution of the Council, to sup-
port a free public library at cost of not
less than $5,000 a year, and provide a
suitable site for said building.

Now, therefore, be it resolved by the
Council of the City of Viectora, that the
said Counci] accept the said donation, and
it does hereby pledge itself to comply with
the requirement of the said Andrew Car-
negie.

Resolved that it will furnish a suitable
site for said building, and will maintain a
free public library in said building when
;reMed. at a cost of not less than $5,000 a
ear.

Resolved that an annual levy shall here-
after be made upon the taxable property
of said city, sufficient in amount to com-
ply with the above requirements.

'Some  further information on the
noints desired to be understood is cen-
tained in a bylaw which received the
assent of the ratepayers on June 4 last.
Its main provisions were as follows:

Whereas, Mr. Andrew Carnegie has sig-
nified his intention of making to the city
of Victora a donation of $50,000 to enable
the erection of a free public library for the

the city of Victoria.

_And whereas, the Couneil of the Corpora-
tion of the ity of Vctoria propose to erect
such public library upon municipal lands
with in the city of Victoria. 2

And whereas, a sum of $5,000 will be re-
quired to be extended upon the mainten-
ance of the said library annually, and
it is essential to obtain the assent of the
electors to such annual expenditure.

Now, therefore, the Municipal Council
of the ‘Corporation of the city of Victoria
enacts as follows:

1. A free public library shall, with the
funds so donated by Mr. Andrew Carnegie
as aforesaid, be erected upon land belong-

plans and specifications to be approved by
the Council.

2. There shall be established a Board of
Library Commissioners composed of three
persons, one of whom must be a member
of the City Council. Such Commissioners
shall be appointed annually by resolution
of the Council, and shall act without re-
nmuneraton, and the term of office of such
Commissioners shall expire at the same
time as that of the Aldermen.

Any two members of such Board shall
constitute a quorum.

3. The duties of such Board of Library
Commissioners shall be confined to advis-
ing with the Iibrarian as to the purchase
of books and generally the efficient main-
tenance of the said library with a view
to obtain the best results possible from
the expenditure of the moneys hereby au-
thorized to be paid and to reporting there-
on to the Council.

4. It shall be lawful for the Councl] by
resolution from time to time to appropriate
and authorize the issuance of a warrant or
warrants to pay, and for the Treasurer to
pay such sums of money out of the munici-
pal revenue for the current year not ex-
ceeding $5,000 in any year, required for
the purposes of the maintenance of such
free public library, as may be from  time
to time recommended to the Council by re-
port bearing the endorsement of the City
Auditor that the funds are on hand and are
unappropriated and are available to meet
the proposed expenditure.

The exact condit’ons. as regards main-
tenance, which may be imposed when
the final agreement is drawn up, are
not at present ascertainable, Tor in-
stance, it is not clear that the inten-
tion js that a part of the $50,000 is
to ‘be spent in instaling fixtures, or
whether the whole sum shall be spent
on a voughly-completed structure. Then
another point—if the sum of $3.500 per
year was spent on salaries, lighting,
heating and general operating expenses,
would the expenditure of $1,500 addi-
tional be construed as fulilling the
spirit of the agreement that *§5,000
shall be expended each year in support
of the library?”

We flattered ourselves that we
should henceforth know what we were
buying; that XXX would represent the
finest quality of apples, since it is the
highest grade recogmized by law, and
that if we bought poor apples the blame
'would be our own. But we are disap-
pointed to learn, from sad experience
during the present winter, that XXX
frequently means: ‘“Not quite good
enough for Cider.” What depth of
meanness X apples can descend to we
do not, and wish not, to know.
B. C. and U. S. APPLES BETTER.
From British Columbia and the States
of Washington we are receiving apples
packed in 40-pound boxes, which have
completely captured the market (or as
much of it as they can cover) for fancy
apples. They are even in size, free
from bruises, scabs and wormholes, and
they are true to name. While XXX
Ontario Spies are’ retailing at $3.50 per
barrel, these British Columbie Spies are
wholesaling at $1.75 per box! The form-
er is more or less of a drug on: the
market, the latter ijs sought for by both
consumer and dealer. It ds mot worth
the while of the Ontario orchardist to
pack his scabby culls in boxes and label
them “Choice Dessert Apples.” Culls
do not sell so well that way as in bar-
rels., But if he has any good apples
(there used to be lots of them 20 years
ago) and will pack them -so that his
customers can see that they dre the real
thing, he will make more by sending
them to 'Western Canada than any sys-
item of cold storage will enable him to
