Weary Battalions

A Russlan Correspondent De-
i scribes lncidents of First Two
é " Days’ Fight,

A Clever Trick of the Japanese
Outwit Their Enemies in
Battle,

Souzatoum (Twelve Miles South of
Mckden, on the Railroad), Oct. 18.—
(Delayed in Transmission.)—A Russian
ccrrespondent of the Associated Press
telegraphs as follows : ‘For*over two
days the battle has raged ceaselessly.
It was close to midnight of October 10
when the Japanese attempted to sur-
prise and attacked our frontal posi-
tions in the darkness and hurled the
tull force of their battalions against
our position,

“For hours they lay hugging the en-
trenchments, with but few minutes of
Tespite, every man’s gun to his shoulder
firing at the flashes until near dawn,
Wwhen the fire ceased.

“Day had.hardly lightefied the slope
of the two-hormed mountain when our
batteries began to cover it with shrap-
nel. Puffs of white smoke marked the
landing of each shell. - With the naked
eye we could see the Japanese being
shelled out of their trenches, First
one, and then three and four, black
‘higures sprang into view, . squatting
down and running for cover or scurry-
ILg away among the rocks, but the
shells followed them, tearing up the
rocks. ‘The Dbullets fell, literally, like
wheat thrown by the hand of a sower.

Returning Representative st St.
Petersburg Discusses the
Situation,

Paris, Qct. 14.—Mr. McCormick, the
American ambassabor at St. Peters.
burg, left for New York on:the Ham-
burg-Americar® line steamer Deutsch-
land today. Referring to general ¢on-
ditions in Russia, he said to the Asso-
ciated Press : “It is difficult for any one
not living in Russia to realize the com-
plete calm prevailing. The bulk of the
people are doubly loyal to the Emperor
and government, and they have imphlicit
coufidence in the ruling powers and that
they will take the steps necessary to
bring the war to a successful close.

In one
narrow defile the Japanese threw stones
down upon them. We could not take
the pass, but men scaled the Ahillside
and took the heights commanding the
Japanese position ' after a stubborn
fight. - Our right has covered itself. We
heve kept within touch of our tarning
column so that, strategically, we have
a decided advantage,

“In. greatest contrast to the veteran
regiments that participated in the bat-
tle of Liaoyang, the new reserves from
Huropean Russia, in fresh uniformis and
equipments, with faces untanned and
unworn by war and watching, are all
energetic and determined. :

“The Japanese today landed an un-
expected blow on our right flank and
took two batteries, but we regained
them. The whole of today was of a
waitifig character, we depending upon
holding positions captured from the
Japanese two days ago. % :

“We are all now wet to the skin. A
thunderstorm of almost tropical charac-
ter swept down upon us last night and
flooded the trenches. ‘The sky was torn
with bolts heavier than those of any
artillery. It is now 10 o’clock in the
morning and the storm is increasing.

“The fighting on October 11th was fu-
rious and continuous along un extensive
front. The fiercest action probably took
place north of Yentai, where the Japa-
nese themselves assumed the offensive.

“Our lesses- on October 11th were
comparatively small. * The firing con-
tinued all night. On October 12th, al-
though heavy fighting developed, the re-
sult remiained indecisive. The Japanese
advanced boldly and attacked hotly on
the extreme right of Yentai and further
towards the left. 11 the attacks were
repulsed at great loss. We also suffered
heavily,

“Our ‘troops had tried on the night of
Otober 11th to take the passes during
2 storm, Several companies went for-
ward, but they did not succeed in reach-
ing the heights. Lieut. Grozdieff led an-
other assault and reached the Japanese
trenches at the top of the hill. The
Japanese met our men with stones and
clubbed rifles. Lieut. Groudieff was shot
in the chest. We were forced to retire.”

Another piece of hard luck was that
one of our batteries, having spent most
of the night in dragging its guns up an
almost perpendicular mountain and oust-
ing the Japanese from the crest after a
hard fight, was forced to retire when a
Japanese mortar battery got the range
of our position.

. “We resumed the attack on Tonmin-
linsky pass under a hail of fire, suffering
especially from two well-concealed mor-
tar batteries, which we were unable to
locate. Capt. Michaels finally got the
Tange of the Japanese batteries and two
Of our shells put them out of action,
The Japanese then seemed to lose theijr
heads. \ They swarmed out of the
treuches and fled.
