We know from experience that it is 
easier to talk about clean culture than 
it is to practice it. There are times 
when the weather will not admit of 
working the land, or if stirred the 

weeds would not die; and there are 
times when other matters must have 
attention as well as the weeds. Yet 
the rule of action must be clean cul- 
ture, and it must be closely lived up 
to. It is a certainty that the weeds 

would absorb the profits if allowed to 

grow.

well rooted. In the field this work 
can nearly all be done with the team. 
With the rews straight and equidist- 
ant, as they always should be, the 
cultivator properly adjusted can be 
run close to the row of corn or po- 
tatoes, and leave very little else to be 
done. If once in a row does not do the 
work as is wanted, then repeat till it 
is done. It is vastly cheaper to do it 
in this way than by the hard process 
of the hand hoe.
The cultivator does not need to run 
deep, if the land was properly prepar- 
ed before planting. Surface working 

is what is now called for. Killing 
the weeds is the work now in hand. 
The time for the deep working is be- 
fore the seed is planted.

The cultivator may be kept running 
till the growing crop is enough to 
shade the ground. There has been 
much fear on the part of farmers of 
injury to the crop by late working. 
This is all imagination. We have 
frequently practiced a thorough work- 
ing of fields of potatoes, with cultiva- 
tor and with band hoe, after they 

were well in blossom, and with no 
other than good results. The same 
holds true with corn and other crops. 
There need be no fears of killing 
weeds at any time they are to be 
found.—Maine Farmer.
