ANNUAL MEETING OF THE ASSO-
COIATION YESTERDAY.
—_—

The Railway Comamission Court—Ontario’s
Conmection withi the Canada Pacific—
Election of Ofiicers.

The annual meeting of the Toronto corn
exchange association was held yesterday
afternoon at the rooms of the association.
President McLaughlin was in the chair and

the attendance was large.
The report of secretary treasurer W. M,

Stark was presented, which made a good
financial showing.

At the beginning of the year there was
an actual balance on hand of $139.20.

The receipts were §1,231.25, and the dis-
bursemenes $1,062.06, leaving a balance in
favor of the association at the present
time of $308 40. It is expected that sub-
scriptions yet unpaid will increase the
balance to $413.40. Against this there is
a debt of $300, which will reduce the
amount to $113.40. The report was
adopted.
REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE OF MANAGE-
MENT.

The report of the committee of manage-
ment was presented as follows ;
= Your committee, in submitting the six-
teenth annual report, have pleasure in be-
ing able to record a balance of 113,40 to
the credit of the association. Our income
for the past year amounted to $1,231.25
and expenditure $1,062.05. The accounts
have been audited and are now submitted
for your consideration and approval. Dur-
ing the year your committee have had
twenty-two meetings. re have been
six general meetings and three adjourned
meetings, and three disputes have been
settled by your board of arbitra-
tors. We commenced the year with
a membership of sixty-six. During
the year three members have resigned, and
thirteen new members have been added to
the association, makingthe total member-
ship at the present time 75. Dauring the
year the by-laws of the asgociation were re-
vised, and such improvements made as our
experience of their working suggested. The
year just past has not been a profitable one
to the trade, notwithstanding that there
has been a large crop of ‘buth wheat and
barley of an unusually good quality to be
handled. The reports of shortage in the
United States wheat crop of 1881 gave the
grain gamblers of that country a more than
usually good opportunity for disturbing the
regular course of markets, the evil effccts
of which were felt in this eountry, wheat a
great portion of the time being held at too
high a figure to admir of profit either to ex-
porters or millers. The railway question,
which in one or other of its phases has oc-
cupied a large share of the attention of this
association for years past, is becoming still
more deserving of our comsideration than
ever. The steady progress of amalgamation
of different lines, resulting in a few power-
ful interests and a decrcase of that com-
petition which is the life of trade, demands
the earnest attention and action of
the trade. This association at a
general meeting called to consider the
matter has recorded its approval of legisla-
tion to establish a cours specially qualified
to guard the interests of tbe public, against
railwey freight discriminations in favor of
privileged places and persons. While the
proprietors of a railwsy claimed to be justi-
fied in absorbing rival roads and in making
ial rates of freight for specially favored

are prepared to pay ten to fifteen cents per
bushel for_ it over the price of the best
varities of soft spring wheats, an excess
which should induce Ontario farmers to
cultivate it. At present large quantities
of American flour made from Ffe wheat
are being imported to mix with the flours
made from soft Canadian wheat ; that flonr
and not wheat is imported is due solely to
the extraordinary relation between the
duty on wheat and the duty on flour, the
wheat duty oeing equal to 673c per barrel;
while the flour duty is but 50¢, a discrimi-
nation in favor of importing the manufac-
tured article at 173c per barrel instead of
the raw material. This is a matter which
might be remedied without evil effects to
anyone except the United States millers.

FOUND DEAD IN THE DON.
T S
The Inquest on the Body of the Boy Avery,
Found at the Foot of Cherry Street on
Monday.

The inquest on the body of the boy
Alfred Ernest Avery, found drowned in
the Don on Monday morning, was held
yesterday, Coroner Johmson of Yorkville,
presiding.  After viewing the body the
jury heard the evidence of Richard Fugler,
of the yacht Oriole. He found the body
floating between the Grana Trunk crib-
way and the Oriolé at the foot of Cherry
street.  He drew the bedy out with a
‘pikepole. There were a pair of pants, boots
and ‘shirt ‘partly rottén{ on the body. The
éyes were gone and part of the shoulder
rotted away. He reported the matter to
the Wilten avenue station.

Esplanade constable Williams testified
as to to the removal of the body to the
morgue. et

Albert Avery identified the body as that
of hisgon who disappeared from his home
at 136 Dake street, on.the last: day of: Oc-
tober, 1881. Mr. Avery advertised in the
newspapers for his son, giving a description,
but he never heard anything from him till
yesterday. When the boy was first miss-
ing the matter was reported to the police
force, and the matter was given to a de-
tective. The boy was five years old.

Deteetive Brown, had charge of the case
in November, but he could find no trace
of the boy.

Dr.. Philbrick eximined tne brdy, but
he could not tell whether the body had
gone into the water alive or not, It was
badly decomposed. The clothes might
have kept the body under the water that
length of time.
