Mungo Turnbull im Chicago.
From the Chicago Herald.

At toe meeting of the Academy of
Science Tuesday night Protessor furnbull
of Toronto read a paper on the study of
geography, and illuctrated his talk by a
new globe which he invented. He claimed
that the teachings of geography in the
schools was erroneous in that it did not em-
body a knowledge of ustronomy and miner-

alogy, which would show the materials
which eompose the crust of the earth’s shell.
Skepticism existed as to the size and dimen-
sicns of the globe, and there were people
who denied the power of science to solve
the problem, Professor Newman has said
it was difficult to say where astronomy ends
and geography begins, hence the necessity
of basing geography on astronomical teach-
ings. He then showed the teaching properties
of his astronomical globe, It bad an ellivtic,
stationary globe, which showed the distribu-
tion of light and heat from the sun and the
refraction of the atmosphere. It disproved
the idea of a fixed meridian, and showed
whst distance any large place is from the
zenith sun,
