Having each spent a week in jail, 
Walter Jones, 18, and Sydney Karl, 21, 
the former pleading guilty to six 
charges of theft and the latter to four 
before Magistrate Hawkshaw at the 
courthouse to-day, were given sus­
pended sentence after counsel for both 
hoys had made representations of pre­
vious good character on their behalf.

The boys were taken Into custody 
over a week ago and although efforts 
were made to secure bail for both, it 
was refused by the crown owing to 
the number of charges that were at­
tributed to them each day. Jones, the 
youngest son of a respectable family 
In Delaware Township, was represented 
in court by J G. Gillanders, while E. M. 
Flock appeared for Karl. During the 
time they were in jail the boys con­
fessed willingly. Crown Attorney Judd, 
in addressing Magistrate Hawkshaw, 
said that he was loath to ask a reform­
atory term for them, believing that by 
placing them on their own honor it 
would meet the ends of justice. "It Is 
not the value of the goods stolen that 
counts, but the annoyance and worry 
that many people are put to through 
such thieving as this," declared Mr. 
Judd. "Jones had no excuse for doing 
this; his father Is the finest man in the 
country, and as for Karl, he has no 
previous record.

"However," if your worship sees fit 
to allow these boys off on suspended 
sentence, it Is not to be taken as a 
precedent," he said.

Magistrate Hawkshaw stated that 
the accused should appreciate the stand 
taken by the crown attorney. “There 
is no doubt that Sydney Murrell start­
ed out on his life of crime just the way 
these boys did, and you all know where 
he ended up. However, on the repre­
sentations made on your behalf I’m 
going to allow you to go on suspended 
sentence, with payment of all costs in 
the case." He then explained the mean­
ing of the sentence.

Karl and Jones were taken into cus­
tody by Constable Phillip Lawson on a 
charge of stealing a spotlight from a 
car at the North Street Church south of 
Lambeth. It was then that the theft 
of auto tires, cushions, parking lights 
and odd accessories from the motors 
was brought to light. Immediately fol­
lowing Jones' arrest, he implicated 
Karl.

Mr. Gillanders, in pleading for Jones, 
said: "The very fact, your worship,
that the accused took such articles as 
they did shows that they were not pur­
loined for their value and that the boys 
were not adepts at stealing. It Is his 
first offense, he has spent a week In 
Jail, and taking into consideration his 
previous good character and his family, 
I feel that Jones has been punished 
sufficiently.”

The fact that Karl and Jones have 
served a jail term will take them a 
long time to live down, declared Mr 
Flock, pleading on behalf of Karl. "They 
have served a greater time than actual 
criminals, and I believe the punish­
ment they have now received will be 
sufficient to meet the ends of justice.

Seven days in the common jail and 
his automobile license cancelled for a 
period as the minister of highways may 
direct, was the sentence imposed upon

1111am M. Talbot, a resident of Lon­
don, for driving his car last night 
while under the Influence of liquor. 
John Poudum, who was with Talbot 
as a passenger in the car, was charac­
terized toy constables as being "help­
lessly drunk” was fined $10 and costs.

Sergt. Middaugh and Constable Young 
who were standing at the corner of 
William and Dun das streets when Tal­
bot passed along Dundas stfeet in his 
car a half an hour before midnight, 
said Talbot was taking up the entire 
roadway. The officers pursued the ve­
hicle by boarding a passing street car 
and they interceoterl it near Waterloo 
street. Several times, Sergt. Middav-- 
sald, the motorman of the street car 
had to “plug" the vehicle to avoid a 
collision with the automobile. In the 
machine was found a black bottle with 
a few drops of What both police officers 
said was liquor.

Talbot admitted that he had taken 
one drink of whisky and several drinks 
of local option beer on top of It, to­
gether with some ginger ale.

SAYS SPONTANEOUS 
COMBUSTION DANCER

HANOVER, Sept. 30. — J. Pointon, 
of Toronto, conducting an Investigation 
into the cause of the recent big bam 
fire on the farm of Lome A. Allen, in 
Egremont Township, near Holstein, 
made the following statement:

“There is certainly suich a thing as 
spontaneous combustion and tlhe soon­
er agriculturists generally admit this 
and take steps In accordance with this 
knowledge, the better financially It will 
be for a good many of them, In storing 
hay, especially.”

The big danger was from the present 
practice of unloading with hay forks 
and leaving the loads as they fell from 
the fork Instead of breaking them up, 
and mowing them as they should. The 
liberal use of salt to hay mows was a 
prevention of spontaneous combustion 
and If more generally followed, would 
result in fewer fires.

On being asked if old straw which had 
been in the bam for a considerable 
period would cause spontaneous com­
bustion, Mr Pointon said 1t would 
under certain conditions. No matter 
how old the straw, if mowed under a 
leaky roof, there -was a possibility of 
developing spontaneous combustion.

Construction of 28 Dwellings

The introduction into the public 
school curriculum of a subject em­
bracing finance and business economics 
is recommended by Trustee N. F. Will- 
mot. Through the new teachers’ syl­
labus the local Board of Education Is 
permitted to make any additional sub­
ject to the course which they may ap­
prove of, and it Is believed by many 
officials, that a course along practical 
lines as suggested would be In the 
interests of the pupils.

It is most desirable that students, 
particularly those who are not intend­
ing to receive an extended education, 
should receive practical instruction on 
business transactions,” said Mr. Will- 
mot. "A student may be brilliant 
along economic lines, but no good what­
ever when it comes down to money 
matters connected with business.

"A course would be suitable for the 
pupils of the advanced grades, so that 

they are obliged to stop school 
earlier than others they will not go 
Into business life blindly,” added Mr. 
Willmot. "There is no doubt of the 
value of a subject which fits a per­
son for everyday life and protect* him 
and safeguards his future. The modern 
aim of our educational system is to 
make studies practical and I can’t 
think of any course more practical than 
that of business procedure.”

What is recommended by those of­
ficials who are in favor of the scheme 
Is that the subject be either combined 
with that of arithmetic or else taught 
as a course which does not lead up to 
any examination, but which is never­
theless obligatory.

Secretary W. A. Tanner, who has 
been an accountant for a number of 
years, expressed himself in accord with 
such a course and pointed out that it 
would be more valuable to students 
than many other academic subjects.

RESTRICT IMMIGRATION.

Canon Heeney, Winnipeg, gave a 
strong argument against restricting im­
migration to the British Isles, declaring 
that the West wanted "hundreds of 
thousands of Germans and similar im­
migrants.”

"We don’t want the press to consider 
this resolution as a thonugh endorsa- 
tion of the Government," he declared.
"There Is a very great necessity to re­
vise the present process of immigration.
If the West Is not settled with Chris­
tians or semi-christians it win take Automatic Check On Efficiency
more than churches t n the Roc ky J
Mountains to keep the Oriental frorq 
the prairies. We are not looking at 
this Immigration question as a big 
enough issue. I say thjre are hundreds 
of Englishmen on the prairies xo-day 
that can’t make a 11 Ing there. We 
should have men in cnarge of the im­
migrais to tell them what to do and 
how to get along.

"If the East cannot develop Western 
Canada, the West will find some other 
way of doing it,” he concluded.

The report of the business and con­
tract committee was presented by 
Archdeacon Armitage, Halifax, show­
ing the great reduction in the costs of 
prayer-books and other church publica­
tions coming under its jurisdiction and 
stressing the fact that the committee 
has been run on nothing greater than 
only a nominal figure. In connection 
with this report a motion was passed 
recommending that the committee con­
sider the advisability of adding the 
mantis, evensongs, psalms, epistles and 
Gospel to the hymn book.

The Bishop of Huron expressed the 
thanks of the diocese to those of the 
synod who assisted in the Sunday serv­
ices, expressing the hope that it "hadn’t 
done them any harm,” and declaring 
that he was sure the diocese was much 
the better of it.

By a unanimous vote the synod pass­
ed a resolution selecting Kingston as 
the scene of the sessions of the 1927 
synod, to be held as early In September 
of that year as possible.

Official» Gratified With Excellent Re­
sponse Made This Year.

The total attendance at the Thames 
Valley golf course for the season will 
be approximately 8,000. The cost of 
golf to the citizens using the course is 
31 a game, as the construction and 
maintenance of the links is a little 
over 38,000. This Is considered a re­
markable achievement, in view of the 
experiences of other clubs.

Construction of 28 dwellings at an 
aggregate cost of 879,100, was com 
menced In London during the month of 
September. This is considered a good 
record by Building Inspector Piper. 
While the total value of construction 
undertaken during the month just 
closed is considerably lower than the 
amount for the corresponding month of 
last year, the fact, that residential con­
struction keeps up well is taken as a 
good indication of the general pros­
perity of the city.

In all there were 123 permits, calling 
for a total expenditure of 3115,695, is­
sued hv Building Inspector Ilper during 
September of this year. Last Septem­
ber the permits numbered 177 and the 
aggregate cost of construction was 
$252,045.

Since the first of the year $1,637,440 
nas been expended on construction 
work in this city, distributed among 
1.224 different pobs. During the same 
nine months of last year the total cost 
of construction was $2,743,605, while 
the permits numbered 1,371.

FIRE LOSSES $2,000
DURING SEPTEMBER

Total of $2,000 Damages For 13 Calls 
—Telephone Used In 10 Cases.

Fire loss in London for the month of 
Seytember did not rise above the aver­
age for the preceding months of the 
current year, according to figure» com­
plied by Fire Chief Altken. The chief 
estimates that the loss amounted to 
approximately $2,000. During only one 
month previously was a lower loss 
shown.

There were 13 calls for the fire de­
partment altogether during September. 
All but one' turned out to be actual fires, 
the one being a chimney blaze result­
ing In no loss whatever. With the ex- 
ceptioryof three, all calls were made by 
telephone; two were box alarms and 
the other was given verbally.

The immigration question came up 
with a section of the report dealing 
with the welcome and welfare work of 
the council and including a statement 
which had been presented to the Gov­
ernment on the Immigration question. 
This statement included the clause 
that the Government should encour­

age and assist a movement of popula­
tion away from our congested city 
centers that would tend to the better­
ment of living conditions for all,” and 
this was the subject of a long and 
scathing denunciation on the part of 
G. B. Nlcholso.n ex-M.P., Chapleau, 
who declared this was exactly what was 
not working in the best Interests of 
the nation.
ECONOMIC BALANCE

’’Until we make up our minds to 
try to develop an economic balance we 
are never going to get anywhere witih 
this coflntry of ours," he said. “If we 
doubled Canada's produce we couldn’t 
find a market for it in all the civilized 
world.” (Cries of “No. No.”) The dif­
ficulty now on the farm is the finding 
jf a profitable market for the produce. 
That "is the answer to the whole ques­
tion.

"This move to get people on the 
farms only has been the restricted view 
which is holding Canada In the leash 
for the past decade. We want to select 
the people that come here. We want to 
say to them, we have something for 
them to do, instead of saying we have 
something to give them. Then we will 
get the kind of people that put some­
thing into the country.”

Opinions were expressed on all sides 
of the House that the Government 
should further action and precaution 
in Its Immigration policy and should 
take greater efforts to secure the kind 
of immigrant that will do Canada the 
most good and not be a burden on 
the country.

The general secretary of the council 
met the approval of the council by de­
claring that unless larger Immigration 
Is developed from the British Isles, 
Canada was in grave danger of becom­
ing estranged from Its British connec 
tion. He declared the board believed 
that more Immigration of immigrants of 
the British tongue would be in the best 
interests of both the British and the 
aliens and that it believed that 1mm 
gratlon to the agricultural districts of 
both the West and East would not in­
flict hardships on any Canadians. 
SOLDIERS' BOARD

W. G. Styles, Winnipeg, reviewed the 
work of the Soldiers’ Settlement Board 
In the West, declaring that the board 
was doing an Invaluable work in the 
question of immigration on the prairies

"There are some sections of the West 
that are being dominated by bolshevik! 
element and we don’t want any more 
of that kind of Immigrant," he pointed 
out. He also stated that 25 per cent 
of the European Immigrant that comes 
to Canada as an experienced farmer 
does so on "faked” affidavits issued by 
the agents of steamship companies 
Answering a question as to what steps 
are being taken to prevent tlhe regrega- 
tion of colonies, foreigners, he declared 
that foreign immigrants are sent only 
to foreign colonies that are "beha^""
themselves.”

Rev H W. Cunningham, Halifax, 
termed as "the "pioneer chaplain at the 
docks,” reviewed the work of the coun 
oil among new-comers when they land 
first on Canadian shores and made the 
startling statement that "the majority 
of those *ow coming to Canada through 
the port of Halifax are the kina which 
we do not want."

Terming the present Immigration as 
•’this Indiscriminate stream of foreign 
blood flowing into the country,” the 
Bishop of Saskatchewan stated that the 
barometer of British blood in the West 
was sinking lower and declared that 
the 52 per cent, given by the Govern 
ment as the percentage of British blood 
in the prairies was entirely too optimis 
tic. He stated that the remaining per­
centage Included 6S tongues and some­
thing like 77 nationalities.

The report Included a statement to 
the effect that "the disgruntled Immi­
grant who remains In Canada Is far 
from an asset, while, if he returns to 
Great Britain, he can do more harm to 
Canada in a day than all the expensive 
propaganda of the Government will do 
In a year.” It was deemed advisable 
that this be left out of the report and 
was deleted, with practically no dis­
cussion.

A motion was passed expressing ap­
preciation for what the Government has 
done In the way of preferential Immi­
gration from the British Isles In the 
past, but pointing out the vital neces­
sity for extending Its provisions to 
secure the best and permanent settle­
ment of Immigrants in Canada. The 
motion originally carried a clause point­
ing out the desirability of requiring full 
mental and physical examination of the 
immigrants before leaving their native

British Foreign Office To Probe 
Treatment of Stewart.

LONDON, Sept. 30.—The Press As­
sociation "understands that a court of 
Inquiry, under the chairmanship of 
Lord Blunesburg, formerly Lord Justice 
Younger, will sit in the foreign office 
early in October to inquire into certain 
allegations by an official of the British 
diplomatic service of his treatment 
abroad." The evidence, accoiding to 
the Press Association, “is likely to be 
of a most remarkable nature and many 
sensational statements have been taken 
by foreign office officials. The hearing 
before the court will probably be pro­
tracted, as high officials of the diplo 
matlc service are involved."

The foregoing statement, which may 
be regarded as almost official, mentions 
no names, but apparently refers to the 
same case as The Evening News, which 
states that a foreign office departmental 
committee has been ordered to investi 
gatet the alleged arrest and deportation 
from Brazil of Walter Annesley Stew­
art, counsellor for the British embassy 
at Rio Janeiro, who declared that he 
was seized without warning by six 
policemen, detained two days and then 
released, on the certificates of two 
doctors, and ordered to leave the 
country.

The News says that John C. Tilley, 
the British ambassador, is on his way 
home to give evidence at the inquiry, 
and the paper quotes a foreign office 
official as declaring that the probe will 
be In the nature of a disciplinary board, 
as serious allegations have been made 

and must be investigated."
The News prints an article credited to 

the Brazilian newspaper, Gazeta de 
Notlclns, in which the affair is charac­
terized as "a scandalous drama which 
cannot fall to re-echo in view of the 
Insult to national sovereignty which the 
occurrence represents."

In order to establish a uniform stan­
dard of grading in London public schools 
all classes will be charted by Inspec­
tor Wheable. This survey is exepeted 
to reveal the respective weaknesses and 
excellencies in teaching methods and 
will also indicate what teachers are too 
stiff or too lax in their marking of 
examination papers and in recommend­
ing of students for passing at the end 
of the term.

One of the principal aims of the 
scheme is to make 60 per cent, in one 
class the same as 60 per cent. In the 
"âme grade of another school. It is 
pointed out that at present there is a 
wide variance in the marking of papers, 
some teachers marking too severely 
while others grade higher and often 
use less judgment In their individuals 
thus graded.

A large amount of work Is entailed 
because statistics must be looked up 
and each subject in each class must 
be charted. For instance, if arithmetic 
in Victoria School is charted the -ov­
erage percentage of all pupils for all 
grades will be placed on a graph. On 
the same card will be the graph, in red 
ink, for the average of all schools in 
the same subject thus affording a 
ready means of comparison.
AVERAGES.

'If It is found in a certain class that 
the average percentage made by stu­
dents is higher than the city average 
then we know at once that the In­
struction given there is superior or 
else the teacher is not marking as 
strict as he should,” explained Inspec­
tor Wheable. "An Investigation is 
made and if the marking Is found too 
lax, the teacher is advised accordingly.
If the methods of Instruction are more 
efficient than the average, we will en­
deavor to have the other teachers profit 
by their experience.

"Teachers must be educated in the 
grading of pupils and once we have | 
established a standard for the city itj 
will be comparatively simple Ito d<j 
so,” added the inspector. "If 
judgment Is at fault as Is sometimes the 
case, then they can profit by the exper­
ience of other teachers andl make for 
uniformity in grading throughout all 
the schools.”

_.. Wheable points out that teachers 
will be encouraged in any of their spate 
periods, i*:ch as when their c!aa6 is 
taking domestic science and manual 
training, to visit other roms where im­
proved methods of instruction are given. 
If one class is rated higher than an­
other and the marking is about the 
same in each case, the teacher of that 
class wll be caled upon to demonstra* t 
his methods.

Eight of the public schools will be 
charted at this time and if the schemu 
Is found to be satisfactory it will be 
extended to the remianing schools.

TWO DAYS WHEN FOUND

Frontier War With Turks Brings 
Up Big Question.

SITUATION IS SERIOUS

Officials Fear Raid From the 
Turks In Revenge.

LONDON, Sept. 30—The little war 

now going on between Britain and 
Turkey along ttoe Mosul frontier will be 
the subject of questioning and debate 
In Parliament and it is likely that more 
will be heard of the demands 6f that 
group which wants Britain to abandon 
Irak, which Is costing the Government 
the sum of $25,000,000 every year.

The British air forces have been suc­
cessful in driving the raiding Turks 
into the mountains, but this only serves 
to prolong the fighting and the situa­
tion is being regarded with consider­
able uneasiness by officials on the spot 
who fear that in revenge for defeats 
the Turks may send reinforcements 
across the river which has for centuries 
been the historic frontier and by estab­
lishing military posts may strengthen 
their claim to more territory when the 
league settles the delimitation of these 
frontiers.

One of the effect of these raids has 
been to drive frightened Christains from 
Assyria, who returned when promised 
protection by the British, back into the 
cities, and officials say that when this 
happens they will be forced to take de-, 
oisive action.

Mr. Leach, undersecretary of state 
for the air forces, speaking at Brad-J 
ford last night said that the British 
were pledged to stay In Irak under thj 
mandate received from the league wh^j 
had imposed certain lesponsibllltles ' 
on them.
