The new Governor-General, the Earl of 
Aberdeen, will arrive in September. He 
too bids fair to equal in popularity any of 
the distinguished gentlemen who preceded 
him. He has filled an important position 
in connection with the government of Ire­
land, one which, from its very nature, is 
wont to gain for its occupant the hatred of 
the Irish people. Nevertheless the Earl of 
Aberdeen succeeded in gaining the esteem 
and affections of the people of that island. 
He is not an entire stranger to the Dominion, 
having resided fora time in London, Ontario, 
and being at present the owner of an exten­
sive ranch in British Columbia.

—In appointing Mr. B. Starratt of Para­

dise as one of the Canadian judges of fruit 
at the World’s Fair at Chicago, the govern­
ment has made an excellent selection, as no 
better man could have been secured for the 
position. A man of good judgment, of inti­
mate acquaintance with the various varieties 
of fruits of the dominion, and of long expe­
rience as a shipper of apples, he is well qua­
lified to act as one of the judges. It is much 
to be regretted, however, that the display 
of fruit made by this province at the exhi­
bition is not more creditable. The local 
government has spared no pains or expense 
to make our display of fruit a success, but it 
now appears that nearly all the collection of 
apples had spoiled before they could be 
placed on exhibition. The Messrs. Starr, of 
Kings county, who had entrusted to them 
the duty of arranging our display of fruit, 
report that they found the apples either rot­
ten, from having been frozen, or so injured 
by the mice, while in the cold storage-room 
at Chicago, that only a very small quantity 
remained fit to be placed on exhibition. 
This is unfortunate. In long-keeping varie­
ties of apples Nova Scotia could, without 
doubt, lead the world ; and as this is especi­
ally an exhibition of that kind of fruit, but 
for these unavoidable circumstances, our ap­
ples would doubtless have received an adver­
tisement which would have been world-wide. 
However, no blame can be attached to any 
one for the result, as the government had 
made every effort to make our exhibit credi­
table to the province.

This step has recently been 
decided upon by the Commissioners in view 
of the fact that the expense of keeping it 
open has proved greater than the receipts 
on that day. At the time when it was de­
cided to open the fair on Sunday it was 
claimed that this was done for the especial 
benefit of the working people who wished to 
visit the exhibition, but were unable to do so 
during any of the six days of the week. 
From the slight patronage which the fair 
has received on Sunday it now appears that 
there was no real demand on the part of tho 
so-called working people for Sunday opening* 
but that the directors themselves were the 
instigators of the movement solely for the 
profit they imagined they saw in it.

This is not the first time the working peo­
ple have been misrepresented in regard to 
the Sabbath. There is as much genuine 
regard for the sanctity of the Sabbath among 
the working classes as among any other rank 
or class of people. And even among those 
who do not, as a general thing, regard Sun­
day as a day to be kept holy, there is a feel­
ing that innovations of this kind are but • 
step in the direction of doing away with the 
one day of rest in the seven. «Workingmen 
are extremely jealous in guarding this 
day of rest, and it is probably this feeling 
which has prompted them, to a considerable 
extent to absent themselves from the fair 
en Sundays. In any event they have shown 
themselves to have infinitely more principle 
then the capitalists who are running the 
exhibition.
