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LETTER FROM REV. JOHN INGLIS

The following letter is copied from the
Reformed Presbyterian Yagazine. It gives
an interesting account of the arrival of Mr.
Inglis on Aneiteum :—

Axe1reuy, New HeRRIDES,
July 8, 1863.

My DEar Str,—Last month I wrote you
from New Caledonia.  On Saturday last I
wrote youa brief note by the John Williams
zin Sydney. Thisletter I hope to send by
the Berengaria, vie Ching. We reached
Ancitcum all safe and well on Friday last,
the third inst., after & fine run of three days
from New Caledonia, where we had been
detained for twenty-five days. We found
the memlers of the mission all well, exeépt
Mrs. Geddie, who had a scvere illness in
November last, and who has not yet recov-
ered her wouted health and strength, altho’
greatly better.  The state of the mission on
this island at present appears to be very
encouraging; the public health is good,
provisious are plentiful, the atendance on
worship is greater than it has alimost ever
heen.  The prospects on the other islands
are also cncouraging. This week two
teachers from this island are being sent
to Erromanga, and two to Wakus, on the
west of Tauna; thus these two islands
are again opened up.  Two of our teachers
in Fotuna are home at_present on a visit;
they Dbrought with them 2 number of
aatmases, or objects of worship; and they
el us that several leading men have
cut oft’ their long hair, which marks a con-
siderable advanco in the profession of Chris-
tianity.  The Jokn Williams has brought
us the Rarotonga teachers and their wives
for_Fotuna ar} Aniwa.

OQur arrival ‘here had nearly taken our
Inethren by surprise.  They were not ex-
3)ccting ustill the return of the Jokn Wil-
tams frora Sydney three months hence; but
a vessel that sailed from Sydney five days
after us, had called in here about a week be-
fore our arrival, and brought the intelligence
that from the time of our sailing we might
he expected daily.  WefoundtheJokn Wil
{iums here on her way from the eastern group
to the Loyalty Islands and Sydney. Our
arrival was very opportune, not only as we
had the gratification of sceing several of our
old and valued friends, but also as we had

brought a quantity of printing paper; goods,
letters, &c., from Syduey, for the brethren
on the Loyalty Islands, and got them sent
forward without the slightest delay. The
John Williams sailed hence on Saturday.
Our reception was most cordial, both by
the members of the wission and the natives.
We received quite an ovation. Captain
Williams and Mr. Geddie met us at the en-
trance of the harhour. Every mast in the
John Williams was covercd with flags, asif
it had been the Queen’s birthday. When
we reached the shore, what we may call the
Ancitcum loyal volunteer rific corps were
drawn up, with the principal chief at their
head, and fived oft a grand salute.  The Bri-
tish flag and the flags of the different chicfs
were all flying in front of the mission pre-
mises. A flag was extended over the gate-
way, with the inscription in large letters,
Wercone Ioxe, 'The orphag and other
children attending Mrs. Johnston’s school,
to the number of fifty or sixty, were drawn
up on each side of the gate, and as we passed
them, they sang the Anciteum version of
the hymn, ¢ There is a happy land, far, far
away.” This to my mind was the most
touching and afieeting part of the whole ar-
rangements.  On ourside of the island there
wasan equal butsomewhat different display.
As we came round in our heat yesterday,
we were met at the reef, near the hading
place, by a crowd of natives, headed by the
principal chiefs, bearing a native palanquin
decorared with flags ; on this we were car-
ried shoulder high from the boat to the gar-
den gate, the whole procession joining in &
song, in the same way as they inaugurate
their highest chicfs ; and every one musy
shake hands with us, from the oldest to the
youngest. The attendance at the prayer
mecting this afternoon was equal to that of
2 Sabbath. The church was quite full—
Mr. Copeland conducted the devotional ser-
vices, and married two couples ; Willinmu
gave ashort address, and I did the same.
It was an interesting mecting ; we felt both
b sad and joyful ; we missed many old fami-
Tiar faces that had gone the way ofall flesh;
still there is so much that is bright and
cheering in the prospect of themission, that
we felt strongly prompted to thank God ang
take courage. There was an excellent an-
dienee at Mr. ' Geddic’s station on Sabbath.
Hec and Mr. Copeland preached, and I gave
a bricf address at the close, and afterwards
conducted the English service.  Mr. Cope-
tand, I am happy to say, speaks the Anci-
tsum fanguage with great ﬁucnc{, great cor-
rectuess, and great energy.  In his mode of
conducting the mission, he hasadhered close-
1y to my plans, so that the natives have been
disturbed hy no changes, but have felt tha
we arc entirely onc and the same. Mr.
Geddie and he have co-operated with great
