or Court House, saying that a woman in the pris.t. had cut Ler
throat and beseeching that suma one would gu to her help,
“I'his was not dne witf; a desire tu aid the wuman, but because
of the disgrace it would be tuv have une's ancestor take her own
life in this way. After much persuasion Miss King, accom.
panied by a faithful Chinese Christian woman, gut into the
sedan chair which had been waiting all this time, aud they wers
soon &t the Yamen. The court yard was crowded and the
woman was lying there in a puul of bluud, At first Miss Kiug
thought she could do nothing, but just then a verse of assurance
and encouragement caiue to her, and she said to het cumpanion,
“If you will pray, I will try.,” She bound up the woman's’
neck and Lead in & manaer altugother unprofessional, and to the
astonishment of the people the blesding stupped. Miss King
went and dressed this woman’s wounds every day for six weeks,
and she recovered. A fter that they brought tv her all manner of
sick and diseased persuns. Sumstimes she cuuld help them, but
inorg was done in answer to prayer than vn account of any
medical skill which she possessed. She was uften sent for by
the very wealthy women, and in this way gained access tu all
the female portion of the househuld, the slaves, who often num
bered as many as thirty. One of these women is & tras believer
in Jesus. She offered to keep Miss King in safety till the in-
_surrection was vver, but it was impussible to accept of her pro-
tecti~n, as the British Consul bhad ordered all missivnaries to
leave the country.
The Boxers represent such an element in China as the
Anarchists do here. They are the worst and lowest of the

iss King had no difficuity in reaching the cvast. She was
