The dawnmng of Eteruty,
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Ustvensrey Riors in Evinzoran.—Tor the
last two day s the peace of our city has been se-
tusly disturbed, und the lives and property of
the inbubitants exposed to not a httle danger,
by the riotous and disorderly proceedings ufn
large body of students of the University.

The disturbances are suppused to have ori-
ainated i a snow-ball skirmish 1n front of the
Collewe, vetween a party of students and a few
sdle vradesmen on Vhursday afternoon.  The
affray comurenced 1 a spiit of harmless a-
lausement, " at from some cause or other it
had not j..cceeded far when on the pan of
the students it assumed nmore aslaraing as-
pect. From a good-humaured encounter they
procecded wantonly and in liscriunnately to
attack all passers by, nnd wmabciously to break
the windows on the opposite gide of the street.
At length the police interfered, and succeeded
w apprehending several of the assailaots, who
rubsequently obtauned their Lberty, however,
un the intercession of about 89 other students,
whe, along with the other prisoners, all
pledged their word of honor not to resume the
wayfare.  Nosooner, howeser, were the pri-
soners released, than they, to the amount of
about 301°, met 1 the quadrangle of the Col-
lege, and came toa resolution to renew the
distwibauce on the jollowing day, and to arm
thauseiies with Lludgeons and other weapons
fur the veension,

Accordingly they met at the College. on Fri-
day, and the arsunlt commenced with more
fierceness than ever.  They ensconced them-
selves helund the gates of the College, from
whence they sent forth an aluinst amujermit-
ung shower of snow-balls, jicquontly with
stones placed in the heartof them, for hours to-
gether, breaking an iinmensc number of panes
of glass oa the apposite side, and severely
wounding passeugers. A lnrge cronwd soon
collected, and nlmost pll the eigps in the
negibourhond  were shut.  Abgat  three
o'clock the police (a few of whomn had. been

wn attendance most of the forenoun) asrembled
1n consnlerable furce, and led by the captain
aud heutenants mado several strong but ineffec.
tual attempts to burst open the northern gato
of the Coliege, and disperse the rioters.  The
struggles betweon the vwo partios wore at times
jof tho mest desperae description.  Sticks and
Latons wete freely used ou buth sides, ead so-
yveral severely wounded.  ‘Tho police succeded
w0 capturing 37 of the students, whom, oue by
‘onc they deagged to the police office, but who
wore subscquently allewed to get out upon
"bail
Aboot bulf-past threo the Lord Provost and
magistrates appeared, and attempted to rostore
order by nuld and coucilintory measures, but
in vain 3 the students would not listen to them.
, His lardship then drave up to the Castle, and
ibrought down a detachment of the 79th rogt.
bwith muskets and fixed boyonets, who soon
took the College by sturm, and somewhat,
cootad the courage of tho nssnilants.  Aseven-
irg came on the cerowd gradually dispersed,
and the military then retired to the Castle.

During the whole ovening, however, the stu-
sdents paraded the streets in the snme  way as
on the preeeeding evening, with a large crowd
vat Btheir heels shouting and  hallooing. A
stuflle vecasionally cnsued between them and
the ciond, and a uumber ol windows were
brolea wn the course of the persmbulation ;
but no other serious disturbznce took place.
The students have agroed to open a svbserip-
tion among themselves to remunerate such  of
therr number as may be fined by the magis-
trutes.—Scotsman,

Turesmxo Macuines.—Joseph Pope, Exq.
of P, E. Island, in o letter hie addressed to the
Secrotary of the Agricultural Saciety on the
21st January lust, n speaking of the ucreas-
ed desire to obtp threching wachines, and
the relative value of the different sorts intra-
duced there, says,

The mnchne imported by Mr Bradduck,
fzom the United States, I believe, bas not been
found ta answer (the Horse Power excepted),
Lut I understund it has {ately been much un-
proved by its coterprising owner.

Buvyer's T have not seen, but report states
that it :s a faillure, During the last year thero
have been three threshing machines, of four
horse power each, put up in thisscttlement, by
Mr James Narsoway. They a'l work well, but
are, 1n my opinion, on too large n scale for ge-
neral use. The sze ingenious mechanic has
lately erected one for myself, of three hoise
power; oue for Mr Stephon Wright, driven by
water ; and s now constructing one for Mr. J,
R. Garder, of two horse power,

I have given mino a farr trial, and find it io
capable of threshing from 25 to 30 bushels of
harley or onts, per hour, without at all distress-
ing the horses, and performs its work in the
most sutisfactory manner.

I have, therefore, much pleasure jn rocom.-
mending Mr Narraway, through the Society,
1o the notice of my brother farmers, heing fully
assured, from my knowledge of his skill as a
mechanic, that he will do umple justice to any
one who wnay please to employ hia,

[¥Mr Narraway offered his services in con-
structing threshing mills and other machinery
in this place ; but for want of employment was
obliged to go to P. E. Island, and it gives us
much pleasure to see that his mechanical ge-
nius is duly appreciuted there.]—Ev. Bee.
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
