Hawaii, having now to come to an end
by the absorption of the postal service

_into that of the United States, we give a
list.of the varieties, all 'of which are easily

obtainable for a few .coppers each. The
first issue was made-in 1882, and consis-
ted of three cards, 1c., 2c., and 3c, and
two reply cards, I x 1c. and 2x 2¢, The
American Bank Note Co. wereinstructed
with the work and the result was there-
fore satisfactory from every point of view.
The 1c. bore a portrait of the Queen
Liliuokalani-on a shield; surmounted bya
crown. In the ornamental frame o6n the
upper side are the words Kalkana, R. 188t
and on the lower side the name of the
printers. The uame Hawaii across upper
centre has a scroll across it bearing the
words, “Papa poo Late,” signifying that
the card was for home or domestic use.
It was printed in vermillion on buff
card. The 2c. card has a rather different
frame, with the same inscription at upper
side, but the American Bank Note Co’s
name, instead of ‘being in lower framc
The “stamp” is a picture of Diamond
Head at Cahu, one of theislands. Acros$
the name Hawaii are the words Umvers-

al Postal Union label.
