NEw; YorE, Jan, 27.—~The Zrbunss Lon-
don cable letter says:—Cablnst councils are
underetood to ba engaged, amoug other
thinge, in eettling upon a dratt for the reform
bill. The detstls remain to be coneldered.
Ita genersl goope 18 considered to bo an ex-
tension ot the franchise. Radistribation will
not make n part of the same blll, nor will the
minlstry probably mske the expected state-
ment of their views on redistiibution. It fs
qertaln thet Ireland will be Included and the
Irish freuchise be aseimilated to the Englisb.
Votes bzsed on purely property qualification,
now numerous in Foglich countler, will be
awept away, © foggote,” of course, inoluded.
Some mesns will be found to deal with fsncy
franchises in a msanper to remove anomalies
and to estabilsh suifrzge on & nationsl liberal
basis 1dentical in the three kingdoms,

Mr. Forster’s speech on Friday ia Man-
chester hufore the National Beform Urnfon
materially ctrengthens the Minlstry., Hoe
repeats arguments lu favor of Iucinding Ixe-
land In the propcsed vxtension, and &ald
that no government could maintaln its au-
thority in Irelsnd without tke introdaction
of dgome measure of reform. He did not see
that the landlorda were entitled to bave a
plurality of wotes i Ireland; it was not an
alien cocntry and deserved a  jast system of
franchiss. The redistribution should be based
BpeDd msp, oot on housss. ‘To meet & con-
servatlvo objeotlon that the GQovernment's
mesaure would practically dlafranchlsa the
small tory towns, Mr, Forster proposed to
amend the scheme by adding a certaln nreaof
outlying dlstrict to the constituency of such
gmall towns, Ausan example of the effsct of
the franobiae bill in Kogland, he stated that
Manchester woald be dlvided intoseven wards
snd b2 represented by seven mumbesrs of Par-
liament 1astead of by three as at present.

The Sun’s Londou enys the ¢corre of
speeches Just dellvered forecast the opeplng
days of the gesslon. The government will
try to force on business ; the opposition wiil
insist on lenzthily discussing tne Egyptian
policy sod othor sabj:ota in the address, and,
as » result, liberals wiil denounce the conser-
vatives as obatraoctlve, whlle conservatives
will rctort by vituperating the forelgn polloy
ol the llborale. The only two speeches worth
noting are Dllke's and Ohurochill's. Sir
Ohatles Dike made the imprudent admistlon
that the governmont had desired to despatch
Gordon months sgo, and the consorvatives
are taking this up 28 a prooi of vacillating
policy. Lord Eandolph Churchill madesn
extraordinarily clever, but coarse andaercileas
attack on Gladetone, describing him ns having
& Barnum-ltke talent for advertisirg anything
about himself, hls rest, bls recreation and bis
prayers, snd gave an Intenzely comlo pic-
ture of good churchmen having to sesk re-
fuge In dissenting chapels bocruae of the in-
flax of strangezs to hear Xr, Gladstons read
Job or lsalah. Liberal jonrcals howl loudly
against the frreverent treatment of theiridol.
The wicked and unpartisan world, whicn
thluks Gladatone & bit of o Pharlgee, laughs
quietly, while calonlating friends wonder
whether Ohurchiil bss not played the part
of sencational vituperation guits long enoungh
for his charce of the futu o leadership.
8igune, o the moaniime, are not want-
ing that Mr. GQladstone vrill hava to
cave {n on ono Important psint, Ohember.
laln and tne R=zdical strateglsts gererally
maintsin ebaolute Independ-nce on the ques-
tione of the franchiss and redistribation, bat
sooras of Litberals have beem propounding
difterent plans ol redlstributlon, and Glad-
stone wlll probably be forced to declare at
leagt the goneral principles- ol his owa
schems, To yleld on this point will involve
a controversy with the representatives of the
doomed oconstituencies, and probably with
the jrleh, though Dllke has slyly hintad that
Ireland might retain her prasent number of

‘The present Catholic Blshop
of Qork, Dr. Delaney, owing to the welght of
years hag obtalned permission frow the Holy
See to be asristed by a Condjutor Bishop with
tho right of succeseion. D:, Dealany)s now
80 years of age,and hes been 37 years Blahop
of the dlocese. He has pezn remarkable
for hkie wmoderation in politica and for his
abstention from political controvsrites,
The candidates named

of coadjutor aze the Right Rev, H. Nevflle
Dean ot Oork ; the Rev. Uancn Maguire,
brother of the lats Jobn Krancls Maguirs,
M.P., and the Bav. Mr. O'Callaghan, Superior
of the Ilrleh Lominican Eatablishment at
Bome. Dean Nevillo 18 ltkely to have
the eupport ot the present blshop and some
of the most infiuential clergy, but what.
ever choice is mads would have to be
mtified by the blchops of the Province,
whoae metropolitan is Dr, Croke, Archhiskop
of Cashsl, It is not improbable that the
queation may arlze upon thiselection of trane-
lating the Bishop of Ross, Dr. Flitzgerald,
and of merging that diocese in Cork and
Oloyns, On the ocoasion of the last eplecopal
election In 1847, the voie of the clergy placed
Father Theobald Mathew, the great tempar-
sace advocate, upole of the present
Judge Mathew, first in the list, but the cholce
was afterwards set aside by the vote of the
Bishops ot the province, Dr. Slattery, then
Archbizhop of Cachel, decldlug the question
by glving his own vote and using the prcxies
of Dr. Foran, Bishop of Waterford, and Dr.
French, Bisbop of Kllfenora, in tavor cf D:.
Delany. The electfon will take placs on the
29th. Tho voting, which is by ballct, 18 con-
fined to tha canons and parlsh pricsts.

TRRRIBLE MINING ACCIDEAT.

Explosion in the Crested Bucte
Colliery—Fifty-seven Men Be-
lieved Dead.

Carcaco, Jap. 24—A terrible explosion oc.
curred at Urested Batte, Gunnlson county, at
T a.m., in the Orested Buite coal mliue, in
which from twenty-five to fifty miners are
believed to have been killed. The explosion
blockaded the entrance to the mine. Tke
full extent of thy dleaster 1a a3 yat unknown.
The mine was owned by the Colorado
Coal aund Iron Oompaay, Denvaer, avd
smployed from 80 to 90 miners In the
ahaft. No detalls are obtalnabie at present,

GynN13on, Ool., Jan, 24.—By the explosion
at Orested Butte the Joss of lite 1s supposed
to bo terrible. There were sixty.seven men
In tho mine at the time. Ot these eleven,
who were jost eptoring, were thrown
baok to the entrzmce by the force
of the exploglon, and hove been ref-
cued. One of thase 18 dead and all the others
bagly imjared. Fifiy-six are yet {a tho mige,
and canuot be reached. All ars sppposed to
be desd. The explosion was of such force
as to entlrely wreck the engine house, which
slood fully one bhundred foet f:om the entrance.
1t 13 pupposed the ¢xplosion Was cansed by &
leak in the alr compressor.

Dexver, Jan, 24 —The explosfon at the
Qrested Bntte coml mlne this morning was
ono of tve most appslling that ever ocourred
in a ooal mine In tbis country, Crested
Buite, near which the mins 13 looated, 18 &
eoal mlning tows, thirty miles north of Gun-
alson Olty, on the Denver & Rlo Grands
Bsllway. 7The canse of the explosion is not
defivitely koown, bat is supposed to bave
been from fire damp. It occurred either In
tbo chamber No. 1 or No,. 2, just balt an
hour after the day force of 67 men had gons
to work. The explosion was of suoh foxoe as
to complately barricade the maln entrance,
sod the appliances for supplying air Jooated
near it are badly wrecked, and the root of the
tramway blown ¢, Nombers have been
hatd at work all day to resous the mer, al-
though it 18 thought none can possibly es.
ospo allve. Assoon ag possible the ian was
repaired and put at work, pumping air fato
tne mwine and men sat to work (o remove the
obtatructlons. The town of Orested Butte
is in mourning. Orowds of women ard
ohlldren cluster about the entrance to the
mine praying, wringing their hands, and ory-
ing piteously, presenting a Boeme the most
heartrending. It 18 sald st the time of the
explosion ttere were ten kegs of black pow.
det in the chambers 1 and 2, where the men
were working and where the explosion is
supposaed to have taken place. The mine han
thres miles of drifting and so it 1a impoasible
definltely to locate the accldent nntil the res-
oning partise can gain sdmiltence, ‘The mine
has long been cousidered daugerousd.

gometimes been 8o represehted. It was one
of low prices, but not grestly reduced pro-
duction. The Hsoretary aleo reports the
quantity of bessemsr eteel Ingots produced in
soe United Btates 1sat year as 1,654,000 pet
tons, agalnst 1,696,000 tons in 1882. This i
a muoh smaller deoreage than has been gene.
rally sapposed. It wae, however, the first de~
orease in the bistory of the bessemer stesl in-
dustry in this conntry.. Imports of iron and
steel In Dacembsr were less than in any
month slnce July, 1879,

Kemarkable obedlence of Our Lord and
the Blessed Virgln on ihis trying ccca-
sion—~The Apgel vt God appears fo 8t.
Joseph, who wakes up the Blessed Vir-
gin and the Child Jesas tu the dead hour
of night (0 make flight 10 Egypt—God’s
wisdom in providing this refuge for the
Saviour of mon—Herod's deslgim bafled
~Return of Mary ard Joseph and the
Cihilld to Nazsreth after his desth.

The Bev. Father Jouwe, 8.J., preached an
iaterestiog gsrmon at the o'clock servico
a! ths Jesulr Chorch, Bundsy evening, on the
flight of Mary and Joseph to Ezypt with oar
Lord, when an iofant, to eecspe the crunel
sentence ¢f Tlerod apainst all Infants under
two yeord, Taking his text from 8t, Matthew,
chapter 1L, versea 13 to 23, he read—

o Aud when they (the wise men) were de-
parted, behold, the angel of the Lord ap-
peareth to Joseph lu a dream, saylog, axise
apd take the yourg child and his mother,
and fles Into Egypt, and be tbou there untll
I brlng thee word : fer Herod wlll geek the
young chilld to destroy him.”

s When ha aroeo he took ths yoang obild
and bis mother by night, and departed into
Egypt, &c

e characterissd tbis perlod of oor Lord’s
wmission upon earth as the hidden perfod. It
wag during this perlod that oor Lord sot us
the example of hum!lity and obedience which
wo should follow., We could notreproduce

in  ourselves  such exampled of
virtue and perfestion 88 those of
our Lord, but wo could Imitate them.

Concernieg the flight of Mary and Joseph to
Egypt with the infant Lord, there wss al-
ready & great deal Eknown to most

psople. Btill there was a greal
desl yet to be conaldered. To
think that the soccond person of the

Blessed Trinity should come dewn upon
earth apd become man was a cauge of won-
der and marvel evon to the apgela, It was s
canae of wonder to the ehepherds and tbe
wise wen. It wat also mervellous that the
philosopbsrs or wise men should begalded by
the star,’ When it was decroed that Mary was
ta become the Mother of God, It was a great
cause. of wonder to her, but, In abadi-
encs to her devotlon to the will of
Qud, she  submitted, When God de-
oreed this great event, haa He not
worked the great wonders aud miracles and
unusual 1ncidents In connection with it, thers
woald have been no way of revealing the
birth or roinlag of a Bavionr at all, The re-
velstion of the coming was firet made to the
poo: shepherds, ad was geeR by the second
chapter of the Gospel vi Bt. Luke, and they
sang BI8 pralse: “ Glory be Godl n the high-
egt, and on earth, pence aad good will to mea.”
Whaen the child was taten to Jerusalem God
sgnin rovesled the coming of the Lord.
[This warthe revelstion of the Holy shost
1o Bt, dimepn, who tock ug the Infant Savior
in his arms. 8t. Luke, 0 I, 3, 27.) There
were two dlstinct perlods In the 1ue of our
Lord, The first was tbe revelatlon of His
coming ; and the other, Hls pesrsecution.

His good
mercy at timee was aleo munifest in this
case, He conld husve sent an angel' and
amote down Herod at oncs when this texrible

the virgin mother. Aud8t. Joseph roes im.
medistaly, swoke the virln mother, and they
made Immediate flight with ths ohlid. The
obedfence of the virgln mother in tnls case
was a model of virtus and perieotion beyond
all exsmple, for she Immediately obeyed 8t.
Joseph without s murmur, and without even
making bim who gave thse command! The
;reat bumility aud obedience of our Lord wa’a

a'eo plainly marked by this event, for, while
He knew all there was about Him, swd
what was intended, and coul
bave deoresd otborwise, yet He
obeyed, and took his chance of all that
might follow. This event also recalled the
striking obedience of 8t. Joseph himsel! and
hia great devotlon to tue will of Ged. 'LI'he
flight Into Egypt was not in harmony wlth
the wladom of the world, as it might have
been casier to stay the hand of Herod, but
God did not ect aocording to human wis-
dom. Mary and Jossph made the long jour-
ney {o Egypt with [nll coafidence In God’a
wigdom and protection. BShe obsyed Bt.
Josepk because God had placed ber in his
command. It was a merltorfons act to
obey authority In all that was net
sinful. There was no virtme greater
than that of obedlence, for he
who obeyed authority recognlzad in that
authorlty the perzon of Gud, and ke gave up
what esseuntlally belooged to bim. When man
gave np h:g free will he gave up what God
had given himeelf without lmit or restraint.
The fiight to Egypt waa obadlence te author-
fty. God had placed us all subjict to author-
{ty, and it was well to obsy that suthority.

The fpnocents put to death by order of
Herod were the fisst to shed thelr blood for
cur Lerd, They scilered and God preserved
for them tha crewn lu beaven wilch was the
reward of thetr sufferfugs ana martysdom, IFf
we accepted In tras spirit whstever ¢fil ctlon
or tronble God gent us, we conld algo obialn
that orown and roach heaven—a blesalng
which he wished all who heard him,
