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The countries are classified as follows: Group 1—Argentina, Brazil, Canada,
Spain, the United States of America and Uruguay; Group 2—Colombia, Cubg
Chile, Mexico and Peru; Group 3—Bolivia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republit
Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Nicaragua, Panamé,
Paraguay and Venezuela.

3. The Post Office Department of Uruguay shall draw up annual statement$
as provided by Article 23 of the Convention, and the contracting Administra-
tions shall reimburse the said Department the amounts thus advanced.

Information Service. Requests for Changes and Amendments

The International Bureau shall always be at the service of the contracting
parties for the purpose of supplying them with any information they may reques
on matters concerning the Spanish-American Postal Service, of circulating Tei
quests for the amendment or interpretation of the regulations of the Posta
Union of the Americas and Spain and of advising the contracting parties of the
results in each case.
