
Heading home 
If your invitation provides round-trip inter-

national travel, your reservation for travel back 
to your home will probably have been made 
before you left home. Canadian government 
travel regulations specify that no charges may be 
made in your airline ticket without the authoriza-
tion of your Visits Program officer. 

If you decide to return to your country by an 
indirect route, you are responsible for any costs 
beyond the value of your ticket. 

If you must return home before the expira-
tion of your invitation, you will be required to 
return to the Department of External Affairs the 
part of your per diem living allowance covering 
days you did not spend in Canada. 

If you wish to remain in Canada beyond the 
period of your invitation, you will be responsible 
for all expenses incurred for your extended stay. 

You are welcome to make a detour on your 
way  home.  . . at your expense. 
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
