Las provincias y los territorios del Canada 
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anada's ten provinces and two territories 

encompass a wide variety of climates and 

terrains, but most importantly, of people. A 

constant stream of immigrants, including 

major waves in the early 20th century and in the 

years following World War II, has vasdy enriched 

the nation's culture and economy. 

While the provinces and territories once 

relied almost entirely on the raw products of the 

forests, farms, and mines for their wealth, they 

now increasingly depend on their human 

resources to add value to the natural resources. 

High-technolgy manufacturing and service 

industries are large and expanding economic 

sectors in all regions of Canada. 

Although there has been a recent shift of 

economic growth from central to western 

Canada, the economies of the eastem and central 

provinces remain vital. The following pages 

provide a snapshot of Canada's growing regional 

economies. Each profilés text generally describes 

the primary and goods-producing sectors; the 

charts show the primacy of the service, trade, and 

manufacturing sectors in almost all regions.

En effet, des vagues 

successives d'immigrants, en particulier au 

début du 20e siècle et après la Deuxième 

Guerre mondiale, ont grandement enrichi la 

culture et l'économie du pays. 

Alors qu'autrefois, sa richesse reposait 

surtout le produit brut des forêts, fermes et 

des mines, le Canada moderne fait de plus en 

plus appel à ses ressources humaines pour le 

valoriser. La haute technologie et l'industrie 

des services se développent rapidement dans 

toutes les régions du pays. 

Malgré un récent déplacement de la 

croissance économique vers l'ouest du pays, 

l'activité des provinces de l'est et du centre reste 

vitale. On trouvera dans les pages qui suivent un 

bref survol des différentes économies régionales 

du Canada.Les textes décrevent généralement les 

secteurs primaire et secondaire, tandis que les 

tableaux deemontrent que les services, le 

commerce et l'industrie de transformation 

prédominent dans la plupart des régions. 

L as diez provincias y los dos territorios de 

Canada abarcan una gran variedad de 

climas y terrenos, y màs importante atin, 

de gente. Un constante flujo de 

inmigrantes, incluyendo las mayores oleadas 

migratorias al principio del siglo veinte y en 

los afios que sucedieron la Guerra Mundial, ha 

enriquecido vastamente nacional y su 

economia. 

La economia de las provincias y de los 

territorios, una vez casi enteramente ligada al 

producto bruto de los bosques, granjas y 

minas, se basa ahora de manera creciente en 

los recursos umanos para valorizar los recursos 

naturales. La alta tecnologia y la industria de 

los servicios son sectores importantes que 

estàn espandiendo rapidamente sus areas de 

actividad en todas las regiones del Canada. 

No obstante el reciente cambio de 

economia del centro hacia el oeste, las 

economias del este y de las provincias centrales 

permanecen vitales. Las paginas siguientes dan 

un breve esquema de las crecientes economias 

regionales. Cada texto describe de manera 

general las industrias primarias y 

manufactureras; las tablas muestran la 

primacia de los servicios, del comercio y de la 

manufactura en casi todas las regiones.
