
(c) providing information, documents and records;

(d) providing objects, including lending ehibits;

(e) search and seizure;

(t) taking evidence and obtaining statements;,

(g) authorizing the presence of persons froni the Requesting State at the
execution of requests;

(h) uaking detained persons available to give evidence or assist
investigations;

(Î) facilitating the appearance Of witnesses or the assistance of persons in
investigations;

() taking meusures to locate, restrain or forfeit the proceeda of crime; and

(k) any other forni of assistance noît prohibited by the law of the Requested
State.

ABflLE 2

1 . Requests for assistance sh" be executed proniptly in accordance with the Iaw
of the Requested $tate and, insofar as flot prohibited by that law, i the manner
specificd by the Requestmng State.

2. The Requeste State shall, upon request, inforn the Rcquesting State of the date
and place of execution of the requcat for assistance.

3. The Rcquestcd State sh" flot refuse to execute a request on the ground of bank
secrey.

ARIICLE 3

1 . In ail cases, requesas for assistance shah! indicate-

(a) the competent authority conducting the investigation, prosecution or
proceedings to which the request relates;

(b> the nature of flic investigation, prosectuion or proceedings, and include a
summary of the facts anfi a copy of flic applicable laws;

(c) flic purpose of thie requeut and flic nature of the assistance sought;

(d) flic degree of confldentiality required and the ruasons therefor; and

(e) any time limit within wliich thec request should b. executed.
