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complements existing G8 commitments and initiatives, including those on 
education, health, digital access, and debt relief for heavily indebted poor 
countries, as well as broader commitments to Millennium Development 
Goals; and

seeks to deepen African partnerships and increase the impact of 
development initiatives by responding more directly to African priorities, 
rather than simply implementing specific commitments.
