By unanimous consent, it was agreed,—That the Committee adopt the draft report
entitled “Report of the Committe on its Visit to the Soviet Union and the Germanies” as its
Fourth Report to the House subject to changes made by the Editing Committee, and that
the Chairman present it to the House.

It was agreed,—That in accordance with Standing Order 109, the Committee request a
comprehensive response to its Fourth Report.

On motion of Lloyd Axworthy, it was agreed,—That the Committee authorize the
printing of an additional 500 copies of its Fourth Report, and that the Fourth Report be
printed with a special cover.

It was agreed,—That the Committee engage the services of a French text reviser to
revise the French text of the Fourth Report at an amount not to exceed $2500.

On motion of Walter McLean, it was agreed, —That the Committee adopt the report of
the Sub-Committee on International Debt entitled “Securing Our Global Future:
Canada’s Stake in the Unfinished Business of Third World Debt” as its Fifth Report to the
House, subject to changes made by the Editing Committee, and that the Chairman present
it to the House.

By unanimous consent, it was agreed,—That in accordance with Standing Order 109,
the Committee request a comprehensive response to its Fifth Report to the House.

On motion of Lloyd Axworthy, it was agreed,—That the Committee authorize the
printing of 2000 extra copies of its Fifth Report and that, the Fifth Report be printed with a
special cover.
