The Direetor of Public Information keeps
in close toucfi with Governmient activities
and with the work of the boardsa and com-
missions specially consatituted to sneet prob-
lems arising fToin tbe wàr. The facilities
of his office are at thre dîepoa of theee Yax-
ious departments of government, boards,
and commissions, to prepare, direct, or ad-
vise in pýublicity campaigns and are being
utilized for that purpoee.-

The director will also keep in toucli with
the Departanent 'of Propaganda in Great
Pritain and with the. Committee of Publie
Information in the United Stat.s, so as to
provide the Canadian people with fuller ini-
formation relating to the -war and activiiies
of the Allied Nations.

A apecial work undertaken by the. Direc-
tor cf Public Information is thepreparation
of sumanaries of iiews anid opinion of the
British Empire land foreign countries, 'with,
specisi -reference to, probleins arising from
the war. This information will be presented,
in the locra ol a -weekly re'view.

The Director cf Public Information lias
also taken over the general supervision of
the Canadian Daily Record, published for'
the use of the Canadian soldierà overseas.

0f the. varions activities cf the Director
of Public Information, particular mention
may be niade of the War Lecture Bureau
organized early st December through
which a large nu.mber, of voluntary work-
ers have been enlisted in the. work of de-
livering patriotia speecheàs. Thre bureau is
active in -nearly every province in Canada
and addresses have been delivered ta ap-
proximately 400,000 people. It bias co-oper-
ated in local caýmpaigns for the Patriotie
and Red Cross Funds and is being utilized
in the cs.mpaigns for Farm Labour and
Greater Production.
