WAR APPROPRIATION BILL

PROVISION FOR GRANTING TO HIS MAJESTY AID FOR
NATIONAL DEFENCE AND SECURITY

Hon. J. L. ILSLEY (Minister of Finance)
moved that the bouse go into committee at the
next sitting to consider the following
resolution:

Resolved, that it is expedient to introduce a
measure to provide, inter alia,

1. That sums not exceeding $2,000,000,000 be
granted to his majesty towards defraying any
expenses or making any advances or loans that
may be incurred or granted by or under the
authority of the governor in counci, during the.
year ending March 31, 1943, for-

(a) the security, defence, peace, order and
welfare of Canada;

(b) the conduct of naval, military and air
operations in or beyond Canada;

(c) promoting the continuance of trade, indus-
try and business communicatons, whether by
means of insurance or indemnity against war
risk or in any other manner whatsoever; and

(d) the carrying out of any measures deemed
necessary or advisable by the governor in
council in consequence of .the existence of a
state of war.

2. That the governor in council be empowered
to raise by way of loan under the provisions
of the Consolidated Revenue and Audit Act,
1931, such sum or sums of money, not exceeding
in the whole the sum of $2,000,000,000 as may
be requi.red for the purpose of defraying such
expenses or making such advances or loans, the
principal, and interest of any such loan to be
a charge upon and payable out of the con-
solidated revenue fund.

3. That the governor in council be empowered
to reexpend advance or loan moneys that may
be received by way of refund or repayment of
advances, loans or expenditure under the war
appropriation arts of 1939 (second session),
1940, 1941 and 1942.

He said: His Excellency the Governor
General, having been made acquainted with the
subject matter of this resolution, recommends
it to the consideration of the bouse.

Motion agreed to.

VOCATIONAL TRAINING

APPOINTMENT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEE

Hon. HUMPHREY MITCHELL (Minister
of Labour) moved that the bouse go into com-
mittee at the next sitting to consider the fol-
lowing resolution:

That a special committee consisting of
Messrs. Bruce, Donnelly, Edwards, Fraser
(Peterborough West), Lafontaine, Leger,
McCulloch, Marier, Martin, Mitchell, Nose-
worthy, O'Brien, Reid, Shaw and Winkler be
appointed to consider a bill intituled: "An Act
to assist in the carrying on and coordination
of vocational training" and that the said
committee be empowered to send for persons,
papers and records and to report from time
to time.

Mr. HANSON (York-Sunbury): Is this not
a departure from the usual practice-the
setting up of a special committee before the
bill is introduced?

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: The bill is
referred to in resolution No. 9 under govern-
ment orders.

Mr. HANSON (York-Sunbury): The reso-
lution is on the order paper, but to set up
the committee before the resolution preceding
the bill is introduced is, I think, unusual. I
think this should stand until we get the bill.
