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express the views of Quebec farmers on the
problem of western feed grain. I do hope I
shall then be able to inform you of the
suggestions made by eastern flour mills and
the Federated Co-operative, and explain the
advantages stemming from co-operation,
because the consumption of feed grain is
highest in the province of Quebec.

In fact, we are interesting customers for
western farmers and they can be sure of our
full co-operation.
