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Indian Affairs and Northern Development. As to some of
the specific details to which the hon. member has
referred, I would not anticipate that we would be in a
position to entertain applications with regard to the pipe-
line and therefore be able to define some of the criteria
until about the end of the current calendar year. We are
now in the process of completing studies, both environ-
mental and economic, on the requirements which the gov-
ernment of Canada, through the National Energy Board,
should impose on the construction of a northern pipeline.
Ail the characteristics to which the hon. gentleman has
referred have not yet been defined. As they are, certainly
I will be glad to inform the House of them from time to
time.

Mr. Douglas: In view of the minister's statement in
Calgary that no applications for such pipelines could be
considered until 1973, may I ask the minister if he would«
undertake to assure the House that prior to any commit-
ments being made the House would first of all be
acquainted with the ecological report being prepared by
the Department of Indian Affairs and Northern Develop-
ment and also with the energy report from his own
department which we have been promised for the last two
and a haîf years?

Mr. Macdonald (Rosedale): Yes, Mr. Speaker. I would
like to thank the hon. gentleman for assuming that I will
be in office at that particular time. I would be quite happy
to make certain that this particular information is made
available to the House because, of course, it wiil be availa-
ble to applicants for determining their applications.

RESEARCH ON METHODS OF OIL TRANSPORTATION TO
MEET ENVIRONMENTAL PROBLEMS

Mr. G. H. Aiken oearry Sound-Muskoka): Mr. Speaker, I
have a supplementary question for the minister. Is his
department doing any research on methods of oil trans-
portation, that is, carniage of oil, to meet the environmen-
tai problems? Is any special project under way in this
regard?

Hon. Donald S. Macdonald (MLnister of Energy, Mines
and Resources): It is done on a broader basis than just by
this department. It is a co-operative arrangement with the
Department of Indian Affairs and Northern Develop-
ment. 0f course, as the hon. member knows, private
industries have also been very much engaged in this area.
I think I would have to get a little further detail as to
which particular entity has carried out which particular
research.
