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Hon. Mr. SCOTT-There are 28,000,000
acres In the area; commencing some dis-
tance w-est of Moosejaw extending to a
point some distance east of Calgary on
the Canadian Paciflc Railway and from tie
International boundary te township 44.
Wlthin that area only are the duplIcate
homesteads lssued under thls Bill. In the
Bill of last year It was general-no re-
striction; now the duplicate homesteads
wlth the riglit to re-purchase 160 acres are
himited to the area I have descrlbed.

Hon. Mr. LOTTGEED-There wIll be
28,000,000 acres available for pre-emption,
or available for homestead and pre-emption
-whch is it?

Hon. Mr. SCOTT-That Is the fuil amount
in the area I have described.

Hon. Mr. LOUGHEED-That does flot
apply only to the pre-emption ?

Hon. Mr. SCOTT-No, there ls a pre-
emption outside of that.

Hon. Mr. WATSON-No, that Is the total
area of land available for homestead.

Hon.i. SCOTT-I think not.

Hon. Mr. LOUGHEED-Thie law, as it
stands to-day, perinits of homestead en-
tries being *made on surveyed even num-
bered sections. Consequently, the substan-
tial ameudment te the Act lies ln revivlng
the old pre-emptive right of the settier,
and mnaling provision for lands that may
be taken up for that pnrpose. I want to
know the area of land that w-ill be avail-
able for pre-emption as distinguished* from
hioniestead?

Hou. '-%I. SCOTT-robably if I just
read the figures the hon. gentlemen will
uniderstand. The area alloted to the rail-
w-ays. the odd nuinbered section, amounts
to 32.000,000 acres, and abont the saine
number. 31.000.000 to 32,000,000, have been
takzen up as hiomesteads and disposed of.
The total area of good lands -as estimated
at 170,000,000 acres, and fromn that yoti
w-ill dednct 64.000,000, being 32,000,000 takea
Up on account of the railways, and 32,-
000,000 taken np or supplied as hoxnesteads.

Hlon. Mr. LOUGHEED.

The area ln the part nnder w-hiclh present
ýhomesteaders have the right to niake, a
second homestead and to buy the adjoin-
ing lot, is limited, as 1 said before, to the
aren I descrlbed mast now. In that area
there are 28,000,000 acres and the home-
steaders can now settie on either the odd
or even numbers. 1 think I have answer-
ed the question of the hon. leader of the
opposition. I think that la the iusual cour-
tesy.

Hon. Mr. LANDRY-I ask very many
qupstions and neyer get an answer.

Hon. Mr. WATSON-Better get the lea-
der of the opposition to nsk them.

Hou. Mr. SCOTT-Does the lion, geni-
tleman persiat ia bis objection ?

Hon. '.%r. LANDRY-Certainly 1 do.
