night scheol. For.the apprentice who
is"to attend s classes, the employer
must reduce thé number of daily work
hours, of he must allow him off for
attendancé at school gix or seven hours
a week. It is not reasonable to expect
the apprentice to work at his trade
eight to ten hours a day and attend
night classes as well. ' The manufac-
turer himself holds the key to the =o-
lution of the probléem. Neither parents,
nor school boards, nor the department
of education carmr solve it alone.”’ <
