- STOPS PATRONAGE

Tenders. Must Be Called - for
and the Contract Given to
Lowest Bidder.

Ottawa, Feb. 7. — An order-in-
council, passed today, extends the
functions of the war purchasing com-
mission to purchase for all depart-
ments of ¢he govermment, whether
connected with the prosecution of the
war or otherwise. The only limita-
tions are with respect to supplies of
small valu® which may from time to
time, be urgently required at points
distant from Ottawa, purchase of sup-
plies for the government system of
railways, and in the case of purchas-
es where the provisions of the new
order cannot be enforced, “without
detriment to the .public interest.”

The war purchasing commission are
required to report with all possible
expedition to the governor-in-council
with’ exceptional cases. The comumis-
sion may, meanwhile, in the matter
of’ these particular purchases, modi-
fy the provisions of the order to guch
extent as they déem necessary or de-
sirable in the public interest.

A report from the premiet, on which
the order-in-council is based, ex-!
presses the opinion that the functions
of the war purchasing commission
created - in 1915 may with vantage
be extended to all departments .of
the government. The prime minis-
ter observes that the establishment of
the war purchasing commission *“has
resuited in a very great saviny of
public moneys as well as in the aboli-
tion of patronage in respect of pur-
chases for the war,” and that “it is
important to extend this system as
widely as possible pending considera-
tion of permanent provision for that
purpose after fuller study and con-
sideration of the problems involved.

Lowest Tenderer.

:Provision is made that no contract|
or purchase shall be made by the com-
mission, or under its authority, except
for goods or articles included in esti- |
mates or requisitions received by the|
commission from a department or de-
partments or from the senate or house
of commons. A requisition is in every
case to refer to the authority for the
expenditure called for by the rehuisi-
tion and is to give full particulars of
articles and quantities required.

“As far as practicable,” it is pro-
vided further, “tenders shall be called
for in respect of all contracts and
purchases to be made by or under
the authority of the commission, and
the purchase shall be made from and
the contracts given to the lowest ten-
derer. If in any case tenders are not
called for or a purchase or- contract
is not made from or with the lowest
tenderer, the reason shall be clearly
recorded and published in the annual
report of 'the commission.”

The commission is to keep a sys-
tematic record of all business transact-
ed and to make an annual report to
the governor-in-council containing a
statement of all contracts and pur-
chases made,

TUSCANIA DEATH LIST
HUNDRED AND THIRTEEN |

Figure Is Not Final and Hopes Are
Held Out for More Survivors.

Washington, Feb. 7.—Latest official
advices to the war department tonight
accounted for all except 113 of the
2156 American soldiers who were on
board the British liner Tuscania when
a submarine sent her down Tuesday
night off the Irish coast.

This figure was not final and high
hopes that the loss of life would prove
much smaller were built upen cabled
press despatches saying just 101 men,
most of them members of the crew,
were missing among the entire force
of soldiers, sailors and ‘passengers.

Virtually no story of the sinking of |
the Tuscania has reached ‘the govern- |
ment thru official channels. Despatches |
from the embassy at London and |
other sources so far have been con-
fined to terse statements and an-
nouncements of the number saved.

“The recent cold weather and saow -
storms have created a most difficult
situation. Eastern Canada’s coal
consumption .has been greater than
ever in her history. South of the line
coal shipments are badly tied up,' and
as Canada’s coal consignments have
to work their way thru these con-
gested areas, we evidently cannot hoyo
for xery prombpt relief. While, there-
fore, I deeply regret the loss ind in-
convenience inflicted upon all classes
of the community by reason of this
order, in view of the circlumstances
my course in the matter was' abso-

lutely inevitable. :

“Fuel conservation has now - de-
veloped into an absolute necessity. An
all round ten per cent. saving ‘n fuel
consumption, which could readily he
effected, might easily be the 'means of
saving the situation entirely, I wouid
urge the proper authorities in locaii-
ties where emergency conditions Ppre-
vail, to close all schools during the
very severe weather. I feel confldent
that clergymen in wmsuch localities wi'l
cheerfully lead the way, and co -oper-
ate to the extent of discontinuing
week-day - services and arranging
joint services as far as possibla.
Mayors, wardens and others in au-
thority will perform a vaiuable pub-
lic service by impressing upon citi-.
zens the great need for rigid econs-
my in the use of coal and the subs‘i-
tution of wood as far as possible.

Urges Loyal Spirit.

“I would particularly urge retail
establishments to adhere to the reégu -
lations in a broad and loyal' spirit,
The representatives of the organized
retailers have been at Ottawa and
the situation Was fully explained to
them, with the result that a reso.u-
tion was passed calling upon - their
membership to give the fuel control-
ler every support in his efforts to
promote fuel conservation by closing
their ‘establishments as provided by
the  regwlations,

“An appeal is also made to the
banks and other financial institution
affected by the regulations to comply
loyally. What the regulation is in-
tended to require is that there .shall
be no consumption of coal more than
is necessary to furnish Sunday heat
in that part of banks and other finan-
cial institutions where promissory
notes and other negotiable instru-
ments fall due. The use of more heat
than this would not be deemed a
compliance with the purpose of the
requirement.

“In conclusion, I appeal 4o all
classes to 'rigidly observe the three
heatless days commencing on Satur-
day next. Fuel conservation is the
main/object. If anyone is in dotubt as
to the correct meaning of these regu-
lations, let him put the widest in-
terpretation on them to fit his. own
case. Such a course will be helpful
and putlic-spirited.”
