their proper share of food, and that
complete victory for the allies is not
so distant many persons would
suppose. At the worst, the battle
may become a long drawn-out strug-
gle like the battle of Verdun, with
both sides exhausted. Even this
would suit the allies, for they have
vast powers of recovery, while the
enemy fis really throwing in his last
reserves.
