MRS, STERNAMAN’S CASE.

An Appeal Filed in the Unlted States Cir-
cutt Court Agaimst Judge
Coxe's Decision.

New York, Jan. 21.—An appeal has
been filed in the United States Cir-

cuit Court of Appeals in this district,
from the decision of Judge Coxe in Lhe
United States Circuit Court at ,Buffa-
lo, in which he refuses a writ of ha-
beas corpus, and confirms the deci-
sion of United States Commissioner
Fairchild, directing the extradition to
Canada of Mrs. Olive Adele Sterna-
man, who is accused of having poi-
soned her husband at Rainham, Ont.,
on Aug. 19, 1896, It will probably be
some weeks before the case is reach-
ed here.
