the French reply that this is merely a 
French semi-official scientific expedition, 
against which England cannot reasonably 
protest, seeing that she does not pretend 
to occupy the whole Nile valley. Suppose, 
however, as The Spectator suggests, that 
England were to get into diffculties within 
the next year or two and be unable to take 
a firm line with France, the expedition 
might become strictly official, with the 
view of helping on French dreams of a 
French line across Africa from the Atlan­
tic to Obok, cutting across the Nile watery 
way Hence the importance of England s 
resolve to make an immediate forward 
move up the Nile. The despatch of British 
troops also probably means that the British 
taxpayer, not Egypt, must be prepared to
!':.‘Vor the forward policy In Egypt the best 
thing that could happen for England would 
be for the Khalifa to attack Berber, which 
is so impregnable that Gen Kitchener 
would be able to deal a decisive blow to 
the dervishes and to Mahdisui.

The act of toe Legislature In taking away 
the safeguards of the people by the special 
act had the effect of discouraging property- 
owners to the extent that taxes were not 
paid. Owners off vacant properties ceased 
o nay taxes altogether and what did edeme 

In came from those who had improved their 
property and were striving hard to hold It. 
As vacant property-holders gave up their 
lands, toe amount of uncollected taxes be­
came ridiculous, and If the bondholders 
claims wege to be met, the Improved pro­
perty-holders would be taxed to an unbear­
able extent In the hope that vacant pro­
perty-owners would continue to contribute 
o the tax fund, the succeeding council, 

under Mayor Clendenan, did not levy a 
rate sufficient to meet the Interest of the 
bondholders, as provided tn the special act 
For this the bondholders assert that the 
town did not try to live np to the agree­
ment In the special act and that they repn 
dieted their liability.
