Macdonald- in Africa. :

Mutinous Soudancse, After Being Re-
pulsed, Took Befuge in a Fort and, in
Cold Blood, Killed Thurston, Wilson
and Scott, Whom They Had Captured—
Relfef Golng  Forward by Forced
Marches—-Cable News.

London, Jan. 30.—The Daily Mail has

received o lefiter from Usoga, Africa,
dated Dec. 1, giving the latest news of
the disaster that befell the expediticn
under the commamd of Major Mac-
fcnald and Mr. Jackson.

Despatches have already itold how the
Boudanese mercimarics attached to the
gxpedition revolied and killad  sixteen
British. 'The Mail's letter says that, in
pcdition to the Biitish, the mutine>rs
killed fifty “Sikhs and Swahilis, The
Soudanese, after being fivally repulsed
by the expedition, took refuge in a fort,
where they murdered im coxd blood thice
lnglishmen whom they ‘had captured.
The victims names were Thurston, Wil-
yon and Scott.

RBeln.orecinents Pushing Forward.

fhe letter goes om to say that the
rebels are mow in a strong position in
a good fort on a peninsula, ‘they have
iwo Maxim guns, Major Macdonald is
investing the place as best he can, until
the arrival of relief, whkich was expect-
¢d in two days. 'The weimforcements
corsist of a body of trocps undor com-
mand of an ofticer mrmed Harrison,
who, since he hreard of the revolt, bhas
performed a brilliant scries ©of forced
snarches from Madhakcs, some hundreds
of miles southeast. He first reached
Ngouge, where Sir A. Hardinge, com-
missioner and Consul-Gemeral for the
Bast Africa protegtorate, joined him.
He next pushed on and relieved the
post at Take Naivasha, which was m
deadly peril from the nevolted Soudan-
ese, He mexit relieved El Doma Ravine
from a similar plight.

BRITAIN’S POLICY 18 JUST.

Mr. Chamberiain uyi All the Commercinl
Powers Agree as to That.

London, Jam, 29.—The Hon. Joseph
Chamberlain, Secretary of State for the
Colonies, speaking at Birmingham this
evening, dwelt upon the effonts of the
forcign nations to conquer great colonial
empires with the intention of convert-
ihg them into exclusive trade preserves
frcm which British trade should forever
be execlnded: This policy, he said, is now
henging over Great Britain, like the
swiord of Damocles, in West Africa and
ChLina.

Regarding the latber . country, M.
Chamberlain added, he was happy to be-
lieve there was 1. general agreement of
all the great commercial powers that
Great Britain’s policy was a just ome.

RUSSIA WARNED CHINA.

If Germany Got Kiao Chou, Russia Would
Pemand as Good a ort.

London, Jap. 31.—A despatch to The
Daily Malil from Shanghal says a secret
despatch has been issued by the Tsung-Li-
Yamen to certain high officials, informing
them that Russia warned China that If
Kiao-(hou were granted to Germany Rus-
gia would demand either Ta Lien Wan or
Port Arthur. According jto the same de-
spatch, it is asserted at Shanghai on good
authority that China consents to Russinns
being at the head of her customs and rail-
ways.

At the present moment, says The Daily
Mail’s correspondent, there are 10,000 Rus-
sian troops in Ta Lien Wan and Port Ar-
thur. Russian agents have been sent Yo
Tien Tsin (the port of Pekin) and to Japan
to purchase coal and food, and 60,000 bags
of wheat have been bougit at Tien-Tsin.

Saturday niglit was the coldest Toronto
bhas experienced in some years, At 4
o'clock Sunday morning the Observatory
thermometer registered 15 degrees below
zero, The mercury has not been so far
down’ since one day in February, 1805,
when it went to 22 below. But even 15
below Is exceptionafly cold for Toronto,

at Quebec 24 below, at Father Toint 24
below, at Chatham, N, B,, 26 below, at
Sydney, C.B., 14 below.

Came From the Northwest.

The cold snap came from the Northwest
and .the supply there is not exhausted, for
apother consighment of the same brand is
on Its way down, The cold was severest
over Northern Ontarlo. At Port Stanley,
on Lake Frie, 2 degrees below was the
lowest*the mercury fell, At Southampton
it was 8 below, .

At White River, on the north shore of
Lake Superior, the Ty was huddied
tog-ther at 38 degrees below zéro, 70 below
freezing point,

The lowest temperature in Toronto last
year was 8 below, on Jan, 25. A year ago
yesterday the mean temperature was 6
above, &

Ottawa, Jan. 30.—(Special.)--Many peopl¢
have been inquiring under what authority
McKenzie and Mann can commence tha
construction of the railway to Teslin Lake.

Columbia Legislature two years ago. One
tario mewspaper men are well acqualnted
with old Alexander Begg, who for soma
years ran a weekly newspaper at Brace-
bridge, and subsequently at Orillia. !a
went to British Columbia some years ago,
worked up the crofter settlement scheme,
and was sent to England by the British
Columbia Government to Interview the Im-

perial Government. Nothing came of :ha
project except that the old man is fond of
sticking the letters ‘‘C.C.” (crofter com-
missioner) at the end of his name. Since
that time Mr. Begg has lived mostly in
Victoria. Two years ago the happy inspira-
tion struck him .to secure a charter for a
rallway from Glenora to Teslin Lake, and
there was some talk last session of his pro-
curing a Dominion charter, but he with«
drew his application. However, he bas dong
pretty well ount of his rovincial charter.
He was offered $25,000 for it and refused
the offer. Report has it that he has taken
$50,000—a tidy little sum considering the
charter might have been worthless a few
months hence if the Dominion Government
had given a similar charter to another com-
pany. No one will begrudge the old maw
his stroke of luck.
