Bing Kung Tongs and Suey On Tongs
at Fresno, California, in
Bloody Conflict,

THREE ON SLABS AT THE MORGUE

Two More Are Mortally Wounded
 and Nine Aré Dlelimd Bars -
in the Jail.

Fresno, Cal., April 20.—A bloody High-
binder war that has been expected for
some time broke out in Chinatown early
 to-day, and as a result three Mongolians
occupy slabs in the morgue; two more are
at the County Kospital, mortally wounded,
and nine are behind bars in the county jail.

The officers have dnticipated an outbreak
for some tiure, as it was known that large
‘numbers of hatchetmen had arrived here
from Ban Francisco, but so cunning were
their plans that not an otn:cer #cas close
enough to witness the opening of the bat-
tle. The Chinesc had decoyed the police-
men on duty in that district to various
quarters rewmote from the sceue of thewr in-

onslaught. | h
" A Redhot Fusildde,
Upon hearing the first’ shot Policeman

Wong Duck. -
Saw Another Murder.

Policeman Morse, who was running to the
scene of the shooting, saw a Highbinder run
up to a Chinaman named Chin Chi, who
was standing in- a doorway, and deliber-
ntelylﬂre two shots at him, killing him In-
stantly. i

f'he murderer then started to run, where-
upon Morse ordered him to stop, but in-
stead the Highbinder threw his gun 4t
Morse's head. As he continued to run
Morse fired, the ball penetrating the China-
mmy's back, and he 1s now at the hospital
not ‘expected to live. The tight is a fac-
tional one between the Bing Kung Tongs
and the Suey Onh Tongs.

More Trouble is Feared.

The fight created mucu excitement, and
more trouble is feared in Chinatown. It
is remarkable that there were no more vie-
tims, as fifty shots were fired. At one
time four Chinese Highbinders were stand-
ing at a street corner discharging their re-
vuavers as tust as possible at the entrance
of a stairway leading to the room over the
store of the King Kick Company. Only the
prompt action of the ofticers prevented
imore serious rioting. After quiet had been
restored a raid on the suspected haunts 0i
the Highbinders was made, and In one
place were found three coats of mail and
a small arsengl of revolvers, hatchets aau
knives, Nine men were arrested on sus -’
piclon. Three were charged with vagrancy
and three with murder. One of them had
a 45-calibre pistol, five boxes of cartridge,
and a palr o1 brass knuckles on him at the
time of his arrest.

Three Victims Identifted.

Three of the victims have been identi-
fied, One is Ah Tai, a vegetable peddier.
He was probably shot by aecldent. Oue
of the dead ts Chin Chee, a wetl-known
signuvinder, and anotheg is Lee On Tong,
a peddler. - Their bodies gresent a horrible
spectacle; most of the fatal wounds haviug
been infficted at close range, ¢

I'he trodble which led to the murders
commenced  with . the conviction of Tail
Choy, who was yestrerday removed to San
Quentin to serve a Ten years’ sentence for
murcer in the second degree.
