CONFER WITH BRITISH SHIPPERS

America’s Activity Causing Alarm
in Europe-~Will Inaugurate
Pacific Boats.

Chicago, July 10.—The Record-Herald
prints a speclal cable from London to the
effect that Herr Ballin of the Hamburg-
Amerlean Steamship Company is expected
to arrive In London on Friday to open ne-
gotiations with certain big English ship-
ping concerns with the Intention of limit-
ing America’s possibilities at sea.

Already Europe dreads the flood of Yan-
kee manufacturers that is beginning to pour
down upon it, and with America operating
its own ships the situation will beée much
worse. Herr Ballin, therefore, s anxious

to realize the Kaiser's trade dréams, and
wishes to occupy the world's great na-
tural steamship\ routes before the United
States has a chapce to do so. .

Herr Ballin proposes to make San Fran-
cisco the terminus of the Hamburg-Am-
erican boats. The present terminus I8
Hong Kong, The extension means that
cargoes.can be jaccepted at Hamburg and
intermediate polnts via Suez for tlie west
coast of America. The ultimate
of the project depends on the. German’s
ability to effect strong transcoatinental
connections In the United States, which
will give them an unbroken service around
the world.

NEW FACTORY FOR SWANSEA.

Big Comeern to Be Started Near To-
ronto at an Early Date.

Swansea, July 10.—This suburb is shortly
to bave a new manufacturing concern.
The property upon which it’is to be bullt
is the site of the old Ontario roller mills,
comprising 10 acres opposite the factory
of the Swansea Forging Company. The

company, which is a chartered one, is
named “The Ditzel Metal Company,? with
a directorate consisting of P. H. Burtell,
president of the Merchants’ Dyeing and
Finishing Co.; R. M. Bertram, vice-presi-

‘| dent of the Bertram Engine Works; W. K.

George, managing director of the Standard
Sllver Co.; L. V. Dusseau, secretary-trea-
gurer of the Gendrom Manufacturing Co.;
W. A. Mitchell of Todhunter & Mitchell,
and L. J. Cosgrave, president of the Cos-
grave Brewing Co. It is proposed to erect
a brick structure 200 feet by 60 feet, with
fron roof, and when completed between 50
and G0 hands will be employed. It is
computed that the company will manufac-
ture 1000 tons of refined metal annually.

The business of the Dizel Metal Co. I8
new to Canada. At present $200,000 an-
nually goes out of the country in the pur-
chase of rolled copper, brass, silver, ete.
This company proposes to make all rolled
metals known to the trade, and will also
make Ditzel silver, which is a compara-
tively new metal that can be put to many
uses.

The plans for the miachinery have been
prepared and the machinery ordered, and
the company expect to have the plant in
operation in the course of the next four’
months. Just at present the lawyers for
the company are searching the title of
the property acquired. When satisfied
that the title is correct the property will
be transferred to the company.

Cases of Sudden Recovery.
London Chronicle,

Of late days several instances have peen
chronicled, both in medical and lay jour-
nals, of cases of sudden recovery from
allments, mostly of nervous type, involv-
ing loss—of speech and loss of hearing.
It is, of course, am old-story that after a
shock of some kind or other a person,
mute for a long period, speaks freely,
and the case of a sailor is quoted where,
after being deaf and dumb for five years,
hearing and speech returned after recov-
ery from the unconsciousness into which
he had been plunged as the result of an
accident. These cases gppear wonderful
on the face. of them. and doubtless, in
some Instances, the effect of a shock has
been to release the tension, so to spenk,
due to some central or brain condifion
which lay at the root of the defects. But
in other cases the cause of the speech-
lessness may not have been deeply seated,
and the paralysis of speech and hearing
may be regarded as having been rather
functional than organiec in its nature, 1t
is these latter cases, where there ig no
actual disease, but rather a suspension of
the duties of the sense organs, that are
most susceptible of cure thru mental or
bodily shock. On the same prineciple, but
gcting on a less definite malady, of course,
the surgeon who forcibly makes an hys-
terical patient, bedridden for years with
a stiff knee, literally rise and walk and
cures her, Is using shock as a means of
treatment. ' This result, however, would
by some people be called a ‘‘faith cure.”

Bullfighters Afraid of Cows.
From Pearson's Magazine.

It will probably not surprise our read-
ers to hear that most Spanish hullfighters
object to fighting cows. The real reason
may, however, astonish them. A sports-
manlike objection to persecuting a female
animal has nothing whatever to do with
it. The fact is that the average toreador
is sincerely afraid of a cow.

And he has good reason. The cows of
the half wild breed used for the arena
are much quicker in their movements than
are the bulls. Their horns are more point-
ed and more formidable; ithey do not
lower their heads to the ground, = shut
their eyes and charge like a locomotive
upon the rails, but are alert and ready to
follow every movement of their porst;cnf-
ors. Their warllke tactics thave been
adapted not to blind bovine frontal at-
tacks, but to the strategy of active and
cunning beasts of prey, of which the hu-
man bullfighter is only a feeble mimie.
If these cheap idols of the Spanish popu-
Iace would face young and active wild
cows which had just been robbed of their
calves they might, pérhaps, forestall the
butcher, but they would, at any rate, do
something to earn thelr laurels.

The Business Doctor.
From New York Herald.

the working of the machine. He finds out
for example, how the leiters are
and distributed, how orders are executed,
how many people are employed, what 1s
the exact nature of the ‘work they do,
what are the wages they are receiving,
and so on.
In the case of a large ¢oncern he may
need a week to get full possession of the
facts, and he charges at least $50 a day
for his work. When he has completed his
investigations he draws up a report and
adds to it a number of practical sugges-
tions. His object Is to prevent waste, and
especially to check the constant tendency
in working expenses to rise year by year
without any compensating advantages.
One of the largest department sfores In
the city employed the services of a business
doctor reéently. He found that the part-
pers came down about 10 o’clock and open-
ed the letters together. As their corres-
pondence was enormous, the opening of the
letters necessitated the waste of much valu-
able time. He therefore advised that a
lady, who wag to be paid a salary of $1000
a year, should be engaged to open the let-
ters before the members of the firm arriv-
ed and sort them, allotting to each part-
ner higs own letters, o that when he came
down to business he might deal with them
fmmediately. This recommendation wnas
adopted, and is found to work very well,
and to save, as it was intended, % great
deal of preclous time. .

He also advised the rearrangement of the
duties of the assistants.

Some were receiving too large a salary,
\and others too small. Nearly all of his re-
commendatlons on these points were adopt-
ed, and the result is that the firm Is now
getting its work done at a lower cost than
heretofore. Waste has been considerably
checked, and efficiency has becen propor-
tionately increased.

The business doctor eéarnestly advocates
good payment to really efficient peonle, and
would have the test of efficieney stringent-
ly applied year after vear. He condemns
strongly: the practice of automatically rais-
ing salaries according to length of service,
irrespective of the quality of the gervice.
Of course, he confines his work to giving
recommendations.
