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SIGNIFICANCE OF THE NORTH-
WEST LAND SALES.

The C.P.R. Land Department. dis-
posed of 109,846 acres of land in the
Northwest during the past month.
T'his is four times as much as was
disposed of during the corresponding
month of last year. It is quite evi-
dent that thne settlement of the West
has begun in earnest. The lanu sold
by the C.P.R. last month is equiva-
lent to the acreage of the Townships
of York .and Scarboro, and, in aadi-
tion to this, there was about 15,000
acres disposed of by the Canada
Northwest Land Company. We have
not the returns of land sold by the
Dominion government, but it must
have been proportionately large. If
the sales keep up in the future as
they have started out during the first
month of the year, it will not be
more than two or three years till the
crops of Manitoba and the Northwest
are doubled. At the rate at which
the country is being settled, it will
niot be more than a decade till Can-
ada will have surplus wheat enough
to supply the shortage of the Mother
Country. The time could be still fur-
ther shortened by the imposition of
a 10 per cent. duty on products en-
tering the empire from foreign coun-
tries. The creation of this duty isthe
best immigration policy that could
be adopted. With such a duty in force,
it would not be necessary to estab-
lish immigration offices in Europe.
Immigrants from every quarter of the
globe would flock to Canada, especi-

{ October, 1854, and laid the corner stone

of a new church, corner Bond-streeti
and Wilton-avenue, in June, 18(G3, Mr. |
Marling’s pastorate terminated in 1876, |
but during his term the clurch had
grown so largely that in 1878, while
Rev. T. W. Handford was pastor, work
was begun on the present edifice, which |
was opened in May, 1879. i
In October, 1880, Rev. Joseph Wild,
D.D., of Brooklyn, commenced a pas-
torate extending over 13 years, during
which time upwards of 900 members
were added to the church rell. Dr,
Thomas Sims succeeded Dr. Wild
and served as pastor till December,
1896. His term of office was marked |
by serious financial difficulties. In |
June, 1897, a call was extended to Rev. |
Morgan Wood of the People’s (ongre- |
gational Church, Detroit, and with his |
advent the church took new life. A |
jubilee was celebrated in March, 1899, |
and in September, 1900, the present'i
pastor was called. i
The mortgage on the church at the |
present time is $26,000. The total re-
ceipts this year were $7330, sufficient |
to meet all~expenses and leave a bal-
ance of £738 in the bank, part 'of which
was raised for a building fund, which
iz to be devoted to the improvement of
the interior of the church. The church
is now more prosperous than at any
time in its history. i
