KINCARDINE, Feb. 17.—The council 

at its regular meeting appointed James 
Farrell chief of police and street in­
spector. .

A paper had been shown him In which 
a local clergyman had criticized certain 
conditions in England, and certain of­
ficers from Canada. While he had no 
desire to quarrel with the gentlemen, 
he felt that he should say that it was 
not Canadian’s place to try to tell the 
people of Britain how to win this war. 
“We wouldn’t want them to come here 
and tell us what to do, and we had no 
right to tell them what to do,” he said.

“Women can knit socks, but better 
than that they can take some man’s 
place in a shop down-town,” he declar­
ed. “If you have a milkman coming to 
your door, and he is physically fit, and 
of eligible age, you should make it plain 
that you don’t want his milk and will 
not buy it .and that he may as well 
not buy it, and that he may as well

Release every man possible for mili­
tary service. There are only two 
kinds of people in the world, those that 
are for the King and those that are 
against the King. If you women don’t 
stand up for your fellow-women in 
Belgium, what sort of women are you?

“I do not believe that the women 
here want to live with men who would 
permit them to suffer under the prods 
of Prussian militarism.

Don't Grasp Situation.
“Our men are no better physically 

nor mentally than the Germans, for I 
have taken some of them prisoner and 
I want to tell you that they size up 
pretty well. How did our little army 
of 150,000 hold ten times their number 
of Germans? Because they don’t 
grasp the situation as we British do. 
That is what we must do here. There 
are a lot of things we have promised 
to do that we haven’t done, and these 
things we must do. We need your 
help and we must have it,” he added.

Sergt.-Major Gustar, a returned ar­
tilleryman, silid that after he had 
been wounded at Plugstreet, he was 
sen. to England, where he was used 
belter than King George himself.

There were several reasons why men 
not enlist. Some who 

were eligible for military service were 
working in munitions plants and hiding 
behind a button for which, in some 
cases, they paid a dollar. Their com­
rades over in France had paid the 
supreme sacrifice, and some were home 
wearing buttons for which they paid 
not a dollar, but their good Canadian 
blood. These men should enlist and let 
women take their places.

Other men got married since the war 
started, not because they loved those 
women, but because they wanted to 
hide behind a woman’s skirt. The 
young women should send these men 
off to the front.

The poolrooms should be closoed on 
certain nights of the week and the 
sergeants allowed to hold recruiting 
meeting instead.

“Turn them out of the poolrooms and 
we will get them,” he declared. *

“I am going back to fight, not for 
you men, but for the women, the chil­
dren and the old men.

Join a Battery.
“Join a battery, where you will learn 

the operation of the gun, and many 
other useful things.

“We have men in shops fitting on 
women’s shoes. Let the women do 
tha;. We don’t need a man to tie up 
a parcel of groceries in this city,” he 
added.

He then made a personal appeal to 
men in the audience to come up on 
h.F platform.

He asked the mothers of the audience 
not to hold their boys back unless they 
wanted them to hang their heads in

shame when their comrades came back. 
The greatest love a boy could show for 
his mother was to fight for her.

The young ladies should r.ot accept 
favors from men physically fit; nor 
allow them in their houses. If such 
men did not love a young lady enough 
to fight for her, they would not work 
for her.

“We need the men a<nd we need them 
badly, and we never needed them »o 
badly as we do today,” he declared. “Is 
it not a shame that we have so many 
men in this city today? Come out from 
behind those piles of drygoods, and for 
God’s sake, for your mother's sake, for 
your sister's sake, and for your sweet­
heart’s sake, come down to a recruiting 
office and join some unit or other.”

Send In Names.
He then asked the women, the men 

over age and medically unfit to send 
into the recruiting offices the names 
of a dozen men eligible for service, so 
that the sergeants might call on them.

Mrs. Charles Ë. "Wheeler, Sergt. 
Davis and Chris Pink rendered solos 
acceptably.

REV. NORWOOD OF 

FLANDERS’ CHARGES
Declares Attitude of Local 

Pastor Is intolerant.

NO TIME TO CRITICIZE

Rector Praises the Splendid 
Troops Who Have Gone 

to France.

EARLY VICTORY FOR 
ALLIES PREDICT'D 

BY JUDGE BARRON
Britain Will Demand Full 

Reparation for All 
Wrongs.

Judge Barron of Stratford and 
Canon Tucker of St. Paul's Cathedral 
addressed a patriotic meeting last 
evening at the new Patricia Theatre. 
The meeting was called under the 
auspices of the Associated Kin of 
C. E. F„ and is the second of a series 
that this organization proposes to hold 
during the next few weeks.

Judge Barron In a comprehensive 
outline of war conditions struck an 
optimistic note in predicting an early 
victory for the Allies.

"Peace will come with victory, but 
not until then. Great Britain demands 
a peace with honor and will not sheath 
the sword until that object is ac­
complished.

"It will mean reparation in every 
detail,” said the speaker.

In closing he made a powerful appeal 
for recruits, and said that although 
all had reason to feel proud of what 
Canada had done so far, there was 
still room yet for greater efforts.

Canon Tucker, speaking on the navy, 
outlined the great work being done at 
all times by the British navy. In an 
earnest appeal for recruits the speaker 
characterized the British navy as the 
greatest factor today In the world 
struggle.

"When we look out over the great 
British Empire upon which the sun 
never sets we can look to the navy as 
being the great factor that has brought 
about the result," said Canon Tucker. 
He referred to historical events preced­
ing the time when Britain became the 
mistress of the seas.

He referred In detail to the millions 
of tons of food and munitions taken to 
England and her allies through the pro­
tection of the navy.

“A million and a half of men or more 
have been taken to the battlefields of 
Europe through the protection of the 
British navy.

"Many a German raider that was 
upon the high seas sinking merchant 
vessels owned by the Allies has found 
a grave at the bottom of the ocean, 
thanks to the British navy.”

Solos were given by Mrs. Kathleen 
Cummings, of New York; Mise J 
Quigley and A. G. McCullough, soloist 
at Askin Street Methodist Church.

“It's a lie, and I call It a He from 
the Cronyn Memorial Church this morn­
ing," said Rev. R. W. Norwood, refer­
ring to the article written by C. R. 
Flanders for an English publication, 
which, it Is alleged, cast reflections upon 
the leaders of the Canadian forces.

“I am1 not attacking the attitude of 
Dr. Flanders,” said Mr. Norwood; *1 am 
defending the soldiers. I am taking this 
attitude because I know something 
about the soldiers." i

Mr. Norwouu ,ner. referred to recent 
letters which he had received from 
Lieut.-Col. Almond, D.S.O.. in command 
of ail the Canadian chaplains, and to 
other communications from members of 
the church who have commanded troops 
at the front since the beginning of the ; 
war.

The attitude taken by Dt Flanders, \ 
he said, was intolerant, and he lifted 
his hand to protest, against "the villfi- i 
cation of the splendid fellows who have 
gone over to France."

“The worst disloyalty at the present 
time is criticism,” he said. "We are 
not In a position to criticize. Bet him 
who has done his ‘bit’ be the critic. 
Let not us who are enjoying com­
fortable homes dare to censure cur 
lads who are doing their duty. Surely 
no one at home Is in a position to 
cast a stone.”

The statement was given before he 
entered his pulpit.

Dr. Handers Explains.
At the First Methodist Church yes­

terday. Rev. Dr. Flanders said; It is 
due the members and adherents of this 
church that I should offer a word or 
two of explanation and information, 
touching my letter to the British Week­
ly, which, just at present. Is the sub­
ject of considerable discussion in vari 
ous circles.

■The letter was written wholly in the ; 
interests of the soldiers who have gon- 
to the war from this and the other con- 
gregations of this city and Canada. It. ! 
was written wholly in view' of condi­
tions prevailing across the sea, and had 
no reference whatever to Canadian sol­
diers In Canadian conditions. 1 have a 
strong conviction that when we give 
our sons through our loyalty to fight 
for the Empire, England should as far . 
as possible guarantee to them exemp­
tion from both vice and intemperance 
with all their fearful and death-dealing 
effects. The communication w-as sent 
as a contribution toward that fight 
unto death that Sir Robert Niohoil and 
many of the leading men of England j 
are at present waging against the liquor
traffic.

Were Not Mentioned.
"In it there was no mention of Canad­

ian officers. If I felt justified in critic­
izing the administration of military af­
fairs I had only the military authorities 
of England, both in the war office and
in the field in mind. If any of you----------
