THAW OUT OF MATTEAWAN

In Sheriff's Custody During Anothe:
Legal Attempt at Freedom.

WHITE - PLAINS,  N.Y., July:  6.—

ing Stanford White, to-day scored a

His client, he
sald, had furnished him with a com-
prehensive and lucid statement of all
his assets and discussed financial mat-

In all of these visits Thaw, he
declared, had shown abselutely no evi-
dence of unsound mind, but on the con-
trary had proved himself well informed
and of high mental attainments.

Monday, when both sides will submit
expert testimony by alienists,
