8ir Charles Tupper said he was in
favor of Controllers becoming Ministers,
It was very important that the Control-

ler of Customs should have a seat in
the Cabinet so that he might explain the
tariff to them in a clearer manner than
he Had to the House. [Laughter.] He
asked whether the Minister of Customs
and Inland Revenue would still be su-
bordinate to Trade'and Commerce,

Mr. Fitzpatrick said that an:

At the outset the iron duties seem-
ed to leave those engaged in the indus-
try in a position to make a fight for
their existence, but Mr, Fielding had
given way and had put the iron men
in a far worse position than other in-
dustries, such as the oil industry, Con-
tinuing, he pointed out the importance
of protection to the iron industry, be-
cause of the large proportion of its val-
ne represented by labor. A most in-
congruous feature of this tariff, how-
ever, was the retention of the bounty
system, against which the Liberal party
and press had railed for years. e
