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TRENCH IN WEST END

Rlchard Dooley Killed and Frank E. Haley Hurt by a Cave-in
Yesterday---Strong Statement of Carleton Foreman.

Little did the femily of Richard Dooley,

| Winslow street, West End, realice yeste
day morning when the head of the house
waliced for.h to his daily toil, that before
the setting of the sun death would have
taken from their home all happiness and
contentment. ;

Such, however, was actually the case
yesterday, for Richard Dooley received
fatal injuries as the result of a cave-in of
an excavation for a water pipe in Rod-
ney street, Carleton.

¥rank E. Haley was working in the
same trench with Dooley when the acei-
dent ooccurred, and as a result is, today,
in the hospital suffering with a badly dis-
located shoulder and other injuries.

Without the slightest warning, while
these two men were engaged at their

_ work in the trench a huge mass of earth

' sweeping down upon them buried them to
their necks. Large rocks carried in the
slide added to the danger. A large one,
rolling in its course, crashed against the
pinioned chest and stomach of Richard
Dooley, while a beam wedged itself acrcss
the legs of Frank Haley.

The noise of the falling timber and
earth and the cries of tthe buried men, sum-
moned their fellow workmen to their
aid, and while the unfortunates suffered
excruciating pein, their rescuers worked
with all haste. It was em hour before
shovels, sticks and hands could clear away
the debris that encircled the men.
. Frank Haley, it was seen, Wwas badly
injured, while Richard Dooley was un-
'doubtedly in a dying condition, and when
w short time afterwards the ambulance
was conveying him to the hospital, the
\last spark of his life became extinct.

About 2.30 o’clock the two unfortunate
.men were about six feet down engaged in
| “trimming up,” when all of a sudden there
was a crash of timber and rush of earth

'followed by loud -cries for help. Most of
' #ghe workmen were at the Winslow street
end of the digging and as soon as the
cries were heard they rushed to the scene
to find Haley and Dooley  buried over
their shoulders, little but their heads being
visible: .

o a minute shovels were at Work while
some workmegn used their hands as it was
found dangercns to use e close to

\the entombed men. While both workmen
were in dangerous positions,  Dooley
seemed to be suffering mote, and it was
necessary to fan him “while the digging
was in progress. A large crowd had gath-
ered and for the hour it took to remove
the thickly settled pile of earth around
_each man they watched the strenuous e€x-
ertions of the laborers.

When Dooley was released it was found
that a large piece of rock was pressing
against his chest and stomach and it was
with great difficulty that-this*was remov-
ed. A piece of timber Wwas, jammed bard
and fast across one of Haley's legs and it
was necessary toi use a chisel to cut it
awey.

The scene ag the men were at work was
a pitiful one, Haley’s two sons—aged
ively, were sobbing and crying, at the
about thirteen and fifteen years respegt—
game time encouraging their father with
.cheering words. Both men were evident
iy it great pain, as their ‘moaning indi-
cated.

After being lberated the unfortunate
men were carried tenderly to & yard close
by. In the meantime the ambulance had
been telephoned for and word had also
been sent to Drs. F. L. Kenney, W.
Elis, R. G. Day. On examination the
doctors decided that Dooley was in such
a dangerous state that it would be unsafe
to take him to the hospital. Accordingly
an express wagon conveyed him to his
home. His lungs were found to be punc-

tured besides other serious inbernal in-
juries. :

Haley was found to have his shoulder

o | badly dislocated and he was otherwise

bruised. He was takem in the ambulance
to the hospital.

Later, the doctors decided that Dooley
chould be taken to the hospital also’ and
accordingly the ambulance returned . for
him. On the way to the institution, how-
ever, he succumbed to his injuries and the
ambulance had to return, this time bear-
ing the body of the dead.

The cave-in is attributed to the weight
of the earth thrown from the excavation
on top of the old eewer being too heavy
for the old timbers to stand, and as the
top crashed in the weight and force of
earth drove out the side, the timbers split-
ting like kindling and the rush of earth
securely pinned in the men. ¢

Frederick W. Ring, in charge of the west
side water department, gave his opinion
that the -accident was 'the result of im-
proper staving and bracing of the sides of
| the digging. “I have been fighting with
| Crawford ever since he has had the job.
| 1 bave told him over and over again that
| there would be a cave-in, and I reported
| the matter to Mr. Murdoch and told him
| that T was tired talking to Crawford. And
| just about ten minutes before the acei-
dent .1 went up there and told Crawford's
son. who was at work, that the whole
thing 1ooked as if it would fall in. All he
had to lLrace the excavation was some

amall piecus 0. d-als along the edges, and
one.of these on the side where the cave-
in occurred was bont cut like a hoop. I
called young Crawford’s attention to this, |
but all ‘the reply I got was that it had|
stood all right and it would stand Jonger.” |

Mr; Ring further eaid that ia all the
twenty-five years he had been with the
water works department this was the first
time that he had known this kind of work
to be done by contract. There were, n
all. eighteen men employed on the job,
nine of whom wete working for Contractor
Crawford; also sewerage department men.
under Foreman Wm. Mabee, and three
water works department men under Ring.

Contractor Henry Crawford, who
had charge of the excavation, when
told of Foreman Ring’s remarks,
made the following statement with
reference to~ the bracing of the
trench: “After dinner, when the men
went to work, I went with them. Dooley
and Haley worked down to the slabs,
Dooley cutting the long slabs in the bot-
tom of the trench. I told Haley that he
had better go to work and help Harry
Linton to get down his cut. Linton was
working at the end at which Haley was
working and I told Dick (meaning Dooley)
that he had better help “Bert,” whose
name he could not remember, to lift out
the slabs without cutting them. Haley said
that he would go and help Bert as it was
more to his’ hand, so he went back to
work with him. I noticed a crack on the
side ‘of the trench where Bert was work-
ing and told him and Haley that they
had better brace that up. So we took up
a_plank that was lying across the trench
and brought it over and nailed’a cauple
of brackets on it. We then braced the
plank across where the crack was. Then
I told them to clear the bank off the
top.

At this point Peter Mahoney, who had’
charge of the mason Wwork, tame “Ap and
aslzed me for a couple of men to ram down
some earth around the sewer that he was
building. I went ‘down with them and
helped to do the work and was at this
work when the accident occurred. When
I left my men, Haley and Bert had start-
ed to carry out my instructions.

“As to any disagreement with Ring I
did pot know that we had any, the only
i ent that we had was when Ring
told me to straighten out. the trench, as
they could not lay the pipe the way it was
and I did so; outside of this he made no
suggestions to me.

Regarding Foreman Ring's statement
with reference to speaking to Mr. Craw-
ford’s son about a piece of bracing being
sprung, the yonng man says thai he does
not remember Mr. Ring making any sug-
gestions to that effect; that all he said

Contractor Crawford said further thab
the aocident did mnot occur where he had
ordered the bracing and that ‘so far as he
knew that was the only bad spot.. Both

expansion in China that the railway ehould
remain in the hands of the capitalists of
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the two countries. He added, that if Mr.
IV.Io'rgan persisted in the plan of retroces-
sion, the Belgian group unfortunately
would have to accept the situation, as it
did mot possess the millions necessary to
become sole owners of the line.

Mr, Morgan seemed to be coneiderably
impressed and promised to reflect. He has
not yet made known a definite reply.

N. B. MEDICAL COUNCIL

The practice of osteopaths in New Bruns-
wick was disc last evening at a meet-

sizing the far-reaching and valuable re-
sults attained by the missionary press.
She strongly recommended systematic
reading, also the sending of missionary
literature into country districts, which
course often paved the way for the for-
mation of missionary bands.

Mrs. W. B. Coulthard spoke on Wom-
an’s work in China. The women of Chi-
na, through centuries of oppression, had
come to have almost no hope. If China
was to be raised, the women of the coun-
try must be raised. The most far-reach-
ing form of work was to teach the na-
tions to become teachers, for among their
own they could accomplish results hardly
possible for the white missionary. Mrs.
Coulthard drew attention to the value of
schools for preparing ‘Bible” women,
kindergarten work, and the steps taken
to 'cast Christian influences’ around the
young. She sketched the station work,
and referred to the great importance. of
having a hospital and dispensary in every
missionary town. The first W. M. S.
medical station in China was established
in 1873, and ever since the value of the
medical side of practical mission endea-
vor was obvious.

Mrs. A, H. Eaton, of the Baltimore
branch of the W. M. 8. was warmly wel-
comed, and heard with close attention.
She said that never before was so much
interest-taken in missionary affairs. Vast
sums of money were being expended and
she felt that the present age was pre-emi-
nently a missionary age. The W. M. 8,
like every other good thing, had proved
its right to exist, and it was now regard-
ed as the indespensable ally of the General
Missionary Society. .

There was a very large attendance at
night, when two powerful and practical
addresses were delivered. Rev. Dr. Car-
man spoke on Christian citizenship, and
Principal Riddell told something of the
enormous possibilities of the Northwest.

Dr. Carman said that on the previous
night he had spoken of Christian stew-
ardship and of thé immense resources of
natural religion. Man had fallen from
the primeval state. He had departed from
the light of his moral instincts. Take,
he continued, God’s first enactment—holy
martimony. God
clean and pure, but man had made it an
abomination, Atonement and sacrifice are
just as necessary as creation. It was
God’s provision in case man fell. God
hat three great fundamental institutions
—the church, the family and the state.
Adam had religious dutied in Eden before
he had a wife and in Eden the seeds of
the church were sown. :

“Show’ me the man; Dr. Carman con-
tinued, “who performs his duty to the
church, to his family, and to his country,
and'I will show you a man who is not in
need of Orange lodges, Masonic lodges or
temperance societies. These things are
well enough in themselves, but after all
they are only the crutches to help crip-
ples. And the world is full of cripples
who try to give to themselves a manly
nalme, yet they are onmly cripples after
all.”

“A man’s health is a part of his stew-
ardship and before God he has no right
to abuse his body. A man’s intellect is
a part of his stewardship and he has no
right in the sight of God to be an igno-
ramus. You cannot take any part of my
obligations on your shoulders, nor can I
relieve you of any of yours. With regard
to fundamental obligations I am as
though you were not.”

The doctor went on to say that to him
it was the strangest kind of thing to hear

a man say he owed no obligation to the
church.

“Before you were born into the family
or the nation you were born into the
church of God. Flout your mother and
you wougl be more rational than in flout-
ing the claims of the church. Flout your
father and you would be more rational
than in flouting your country.” It is a
contemptible thing, he said, for men'to
ow their lives away in the pursuit of
sin and then sneak around and try to get
religion enough to die.,

The state, continued the doctor, is a
divine institution and any proper form of
government is divine because it is in har-
mony with divine things. What consti-
tutes a state? Not armies or wealth, or
riches, or power, but upright men—men
who know their duties and also know
their rights.

In considering citizenship, he continued,
it is best as with a great many other
things to throw it against a back-ground.
Throw it against the back-ground of ab-
solute slavery in which state millions of
human beings have lived and grown old.
who were bargained for and purchased
like chattels or beasts of the field. Throw
it against the background of serfdom. Put
these conditions over against the blood-
bought privileges that have come down
to you and which you sit so calmly and
hear about. Or, the doctor said, put your
citizenship over against the condition of
men who have forfeited their citizenship.

He went on to speak of some of the cor-
ruptions of politics, and he said he was
glad the women did not vote. He was
glad there were men in the country who
stood by their integrity and said the man
who stooped to corruption blotted the
fair name of citizen.

Mrs. Tufts, of Exmouth street church,
sang a ‘solo at the close of Dr. Carman’s
address, and the chairman called upon
Principal Riddell to speak of the resourc-
es of the Northwest. As he dwelt upon
the wonderful possibilities of that land
the great audience listened in deep sil-
ence. He described the soil of the Red
River and Saskatchewan valleys and the
great irrigation works of the C. P. R. at
Calgary.

At “the conclusion Principal Reddell
gave an account of the work he was do-
ing in Alberta College and made an ap-
peal for money to help.
