SEEKS FINGER
PRINTS OF ALIENS

AND CITIZENS

Committee of State Chamber
of Commerce Gives Report
of Investigation.

New York, Oct. 7. — The finger
printing of every person in the United

States — citizens and aliens alike — is

recommended in a report prepared by
the executive committee of the Cham-
ber of Commerce of the State of New
York.

The report is the result of an inquiry
made by a sub-committee, and empha-
gizes the importance of finger printing
as a protective measure which would
make difficult “the evasion of clever
and dangerous aliens sent here for the
purpose of spreading discontent among
the unassimilated elements of our pop-
ulation.”

The report declares that with a gen--

eral finger-printing system in effect it
would be possible, by pro¢lamation of
local authorities during “such periods
as may be deemed expedient,” to re-
quire all persons to carry eards of iden-
tification. The value of the system in
the detection of election frauds and as
a means to check crime are brought
out in detall.

A resolution covering the recommen-
dations of the committee, and declar-
ing the endorsement of the Chamber to
assist “any movement of the federal
or other public authorities having as
its object the promotion of a plan for
genera]l registration and fingerprinting
of all citizens and aliens,” will be pre-
sented for adoption.

Checks Election Frauds,

The report, which is, signed by
David T. Warden, Lenore. F. Loree

and Williams McCarroll, and endorsed '

by the executive committee, says that
genera]l finger printing must be con-
sidered on a broader basis than that
of criminal identification. “Citizens,
both male and female,” the report says,
“gre now required to register for elec-
tion purposes if they are to avail
themselves of the privilege of the
franchise, which is the foundation of
our democracy. It is a matter of com-
mon knowledge that ome of the great-
est abuses of this privilege arises

“In order to overcome the practical
difficulty of educating the public to ac-
cept a general system of finger-print
identification, to which, as a matter of
| fact, the committee can see mo valid
reason upon which any hohest man,
after due thought, can base objection,
it is suggested that registration for the
purpose of identification by finger print
be permicsive in the first instance and
not mandatory, and it is the opinion of

the committee that should this pro-{

vision be carried into effect by law, all
insurance companies dealing in burg-
lary insurance will avail themselves of
the opportunity so afforded to issue
policies offering a differential in rates
(in favor of all employers requiring the
presentation and record of finger print
cerfificates of identification issued by
_the government, over thote employers
i who carry on their business in the
present fashion. ;

“To bankers the advantages of per-
miirsive finger printing by which the
identity of their clients could be defi-
nitely established is too obvious to
require detailed elucidation, but it may
be pointed out that the merit of this
system appears particularly pronounced
in the case of issuing letters of credit.

“The difficulty in the administration
of the law relating to the carrying of
concealed weapons in this state has
been not so much in the number of
weapons possessed by an individual, as
from the circumstances, that the au-
thorities have no adequate means of
checking the identity of the on who
may bear a eard in accordance with
the law.

MADE AGAINST
EXECUTIONERS

Hanging of Bennie Swim
Took More Than an Hour
Although the Prisoner was
Unconscious All the Time
— Statements by Deputy
Sheriff and Physician.

Details in connection with the hang-
ing of Benny Swim at Woodstock, yes-
terday, during which the body was cut
down before life was extinct, necessi-
tating a sécond hanging, were given
last evening by Deputy Sherif H. V.
Mooers. Mr. Mooers’ story is as fol-
lows:—

“Reanv Swim vwres brought out
of his cell at 5 o’clock, supported
by i2dugMien L0y.p wlv sy -l
led to the scaffold, During this
time the doomed man kept praying
continvously. The black cap was
placed over his head and the noose
adjusted. When this had beea com-
pleted Doyle sprung the trap and
immediately went down and open-
ed the door. He asked the doctors
present to go in and examine
Swim, Dr. Griffin, the official jail
doctor; Dr.-Grant Mclntosh, and a
visiting doctor named Mappleback,
all entered along with the sheriff, .
deputy and other officials. Dr.
Grant took the stethoscope and
started to examine m’s heart,
while De, Griffin and Dr. Mclatosh
felt hie pulse, I did not hear what
they were saying, but I took for
granted that they prenounced him
_dead, Gill, I think, cut the rope.
Swim was then carried into the jail

and placed on a bed.

“’l’;my were just about to bring
in the jury the doctors no-
ticed that he was breathing,
gatheted around him and evidently
concluded that he would live for
only a few minutes, but instead of
that his pulse was evidently get-
ting stronger, They must bave
waited neatly an hour and then
evidently concluded the hanging.

In the meanwhife Doyle had retired
to his room in the jail building.

When it was decided to take Swim
back to the scaffold Doyle was not
disturbed, as he was not in a fit
condition, He had been drinking
heavily and was apparently too
deunk to realize what he was do-
ing. Gill performed the second
hanging and made a good job of it.

The body was not cut down for

nineteen minutes, At that time

Swim was dead and the body was

carried into the jail and the jury

‘summoned, The y was then

passed over to Jessie Foster, an

uncle of the deceased.”

Asked about the alleged remarks
made by Hangman Doyle to the con-
demned man, the deputy sheriff said:

“He did a lot of bragging, and talked
foolishly like a drunken man will do.
He snapped the trap while Swim was
still praying. At that time Benny
was trembling violently and was get-
ting very weak.” | -

Questioned regarding the condition
of the hangman, the deputy said; i

“The officials had no idea he was so
drunk until he came out with the pris-
oner. He was in a worse condition
than they thought he was. They
blamed the trouble in the first instance
to his drinking.”

Physician’s Statement.

Dr. Grifin, the official jail physician,
when  interviewed by The Telegraph
reporter regarding the taking down of
Swim before he was dead, said:

“1 do not know who ordered him
cut down, Dr, Grant had been lis-
tening with a _stethoscope and turn-
ed to hand the instrument to me
when the body was cut down.
did not see who actually cut the
rope. Swim was unconscious when
he was carried into the jail. I was
examining him looking for a frac-
ture. His neck had mnot been
broken, 1 discovered a dislocation
between the third and fourth ver-
tebrae and while I was working
with him he began to revive. 1
advised the sheriff that the oanly
thing to do was to hang him over
again, The sheriff was fortunate
in having hangmag Gill present for
he made a. good job the second
time, Benny Swim was not con-
scious at any period.”

The body of Benny Swim was taken
{ loday to his former home at Main-
stream and the funeral will take place
there tomorrow - (Saturday.) Main-
stream is five miles back of Hartland.

Hangman “Doyle” was kept in the
jail until the afternoon and was then
escorted to Teed’s Mills, gsix miles out
of Woodstock, and from there he en-
trained for Montreal. Deputy Sheriff
Mooers said they did not think it ad-
visable to let him out during the day
as there was a strong feeling against
him due to alleged remarks made to
Swim, some of which were exagger-
ated.

Sheriff Foster left today for his home
fn Hartland, It is recognized that the
sheriff did all a man could do and that
}l:e is in no way to blame for the mis-

ap.

Van Owners Say Confusion and Lack
of Transportation are Unprecedented,

Mr. Mor-
ris blamed the landlords chiefly, saying |
that their determination to hold up
rents had caused many families to
move who would otherwise have re-
mained where they were.

“Everything on wheels is being
requisitioned,” said Mr. Morris, “and I
know of many cases where taxis have
been used. In all my experience I
have never known so many people to
be moying. If there were twice as
many trucking companies they could
not begin to take ecare of the business.
People are half frantic in the efforts
to get their things moved.”
