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Death of Duchess of Buc-

cleuch a Blow to English

- Society Life — High in
Sacial Authority

Half the great world of England has

been thrown into mourning by the death

of the aged Duchess of Buccleuch . and

Queensberry, who celebrated her golden
wedding three years ago; and who was
the centre about whom always gathered
an immense crowd of kinsfolk. With her,
too, there disappears one of the very few
survivors of the personages who figure in
the novels of Lord Beaconsfield. Espec-
ially in that entitled “Lothair,” she plays
an important role, as the daughter of
“the” duke.

The “duke” in question was in real life
the late Duke of Abercorn, one of the
handsomest men of hiz dav, whom King
Edward, when Prince of Wales, nicknamed
“Old 8plendid,” by reason of the magni-
ficence of his appearance and the extreme
care of his person.y When viceroy at Dub-
lin, he was wont to suspend presentations
for five minutes at various intervals in
the evening during the course of a court
or drawing-room, and to rétire to an ad-
joining room, in order to have his superb
long silky beard re-brushed, re-combed and
re-perfumed, so that it might not prove
disagreeable to the fair matrons and young
girls to whom he was required to admin-
ister a vice-regal kiss on the cheek, when
presented to him.

Although the Duchess of Buccleuch re-
sembled her father jn many. respects, and
was perhaps one of the most impressive
looking of the great ladies of the British
aristocracy, yet she used to go by the
curiously inappropriate  nickname  of
“Tiny” among her cqntemporaries, until
long past her sixtieth year. :
. - By ‘Americans; she may well be remem-
bered; as the one great power in London
Bociety, who set her face strongly against
the project organized some twemty yeats
ago. to inaugurate a very rigerous boycott
against those hailing from the United
Stateg, who had aroused a considerable
amount of jeslousy by their perhaps some-
what indiscreet manifestations of great
wealth. The organization wag a very in-
fluential one, ded by several Duchess]
es with their dukes and by peers and peer
esses. of high and low degree, who publi¢-
ly proclaimed its object, the members en
gaging themselves to close their doors te
all Americans, even those who had mar-
ried Englishmen, and to induce their re
latives and friends to do likewise. 3

There:could be no
question of interest, since the Buccleuchs
have for hundreds of years been the very
richest members of the British peerage.

Widesp.ead Mourning

Among those who are placted in mourn-
ing by the duchess’ death, are her bro-
ther the Duke of Abercorn and his child-
ren, her sister, Lady Blandford, and the
latter's children, including the Dtke of
Marlborough and his American wife, her
other sister, the Marchioness of Lans-
downe, with all her married children, be-
sides many others, In fact, the mourning
resulting from her death is so wideapread,’
that it bids fair to put a fatal touch to:
all prospects of brilliancy of the London
season, already heavily compromised by
the grave industrial and political troubles.

But what London will miss even more
this season than the duchess herself, is
the closing of Montague House, her home
in Whitehall Gardens. It is a purely
modern building from an English point of
view, dating only from some seventy years
sgo. Among its features are its big court-
yard and its beautiful gardens, which, to-
gether with the terraces, all look down on
to the park of the Thames Embankment,
on to the embankment itself, and to the
river below.
