AN INSANE MAN MURDERS DR.
LLOYD AT FLATBUSH ASYLUM.

He Used to P
and Now A ; Her of W
Him by Marrying—Wheolesale
Slaughter of Medical Men Meditated
by Him—Arrest in New York.

New York, Oct. 9.—Dr. George W.

Lloyd,the assistant superintendent of
the Flatbush insane asylum, was murd-
ered at 5.30 o'clock this evening by
James D. Dougherty, Mary Anderson’s
crazy lover, who had been generally re-
garded as a harmless crank.
Dougherty escaped from the asylum
about two months ogo, by means of a
false key. Since then he has been fre-
quently seen gn Broadway in this city
and occasionally at Flatbush. He ap-
ared there with a big revolver on Sept.
, and by threatening the life cf Supt.
Fleming, got his clothing which he
leit behind when he escaped.

Late this afternoon he appeared snd-
dén office’ on thb"zﬁh‘"d"lbb‘
corridor, where Dr. Lloyd, Dr. Thomas
J. McGreal, the druggist of the.institu-
tion, young Dr. Edwin W. Ashfard of
Washington, and Drug Qlerk Schielder
were. The spectacled crank stood, bare-
headed, in the doorwa¥,with a big snnd-
new glistening revolver in each hand.
His eyes were gleaming with light
pecaliar to a dangerous lunatic, and the
yo! physicians instantly recognized
that they were in extreme peril. Their
first thought was to pacify the madman
by soothing words and then overpower
and disarm him. He stood for &8 mom-
_|ent glaring at the frightened men and
then said, in asavage tone: “ Where
is Dr. Fleming.”

Dr. Lloid nervously answered: “Dr.
Fleming has just put on his hat and
gcne out.”

Dougherty remarked grufly: “I don’t
believe it.” = Then he walked to the door
of the pharmacy, which adjoins the
office on the north, and back again, cov-
ering the four men with his revolvers
and said he is not in there anyhow.”

The Lime and Potato Trade Feel It

Most—An rtant Seetion Relat-

ing to Ho! for B! 3
‘Already the effects of the McKinley
tariff are quite apparent in the falling off
in the shipments of the kinds of goods
we -export most of to the United States
markets. Since Monday when the bill
practically went into effect, the ship-
ments of tatoes have am%ped
nea.rlg altogether and the serious check
on the lime export trade has almost
stopped that business too, for the time.
The change in respect to lime will make
it very difficult, to say the least, for out
lime business to compete'with the Maine
business. Sometime ago the duty on
lime going into the United Statcs was
only about 3 cenis per barrel, the
packages or barrels containing the
articld goingin free. Later a duty of 1}
cents was imposed on the barrels so
that the duty our manufacturers paid
before the MoKinley bill came -
into operation amounted to about 4 1-10
cents per barrel on lime, including the
barrel and contents. Under the Me-
Kinley tariff the duty is 6 cents per hun-
