REVERUE AND
EXPENDITURE

Canada’s Accounts This
Year

OTTAWA, April 10.—The statement
of revenue and expenditure of the Do-
minion for the fiscal year ending
March 31st last, representing the re-
ceipts and payments which have pass-
éd through the books of the finance
department ‘up to the last day of the
month, shows total revenue of $94,708,-
982, and total expenditure on consoHd-
ated fund account of $65,093,374. These
figures, of course, do not represent the
full returns for the year which will not
be available for several weeks yet.
When the final balnce for the year is
struck it is expected the total revenue
will be fully $96,600,000, and the total
consolidated fund expenditure about
$79,000,000, thus leaving a surplus of
approximately $17,500,000, as estimated
by Hon. Mr. Fielding in his budget
speech. The total revenue for the pre-
celing twelve months was $86,805,494.
The increase for the past fiscal year
was therefore, about $9,700,000. The pub-
lis debt of Canada on March 31st last
was $260,545,7277, as compared with
