FRATERNAIL VISITS.

I attended as your representative the
session of the Grand Division of the
Sons of Temperanee, held in the city of
St. John, last November, and was very
cordially received by  that -body. A
suggestion made for closer co-operation
in temperance work and the elimina-
tion of uunecessary rivalry between the
two organizations was heart!ls{ approv-
ed and a suitable resolution iwas pass-
ed committing the Grand Division to
the course suggested by your repre-
sentative. ' I trust the most generous
and friendly rvelations will continue to
exist between the two grand bodies and
between our subordinate divisions and
lodges and members. Co-opeération, not
rivalry, should be our aim. .

On the 24th of May, last, I received
a communication from the grand scribe
of the ‘Sons of Temperance, conveying
a resolution of the Grand Division
looking towards the appointment of a
committee from the different temper-
ance organizations, for propogation
work, political actien, and eother mat-
ters' of mutualinterest. T replied that
our executive committee was prepared
to meet with any other committees ap-
pointed for the purposes mentioned.
The communication will be laid before
you for any further action you may
deem necessary.

The Grand Counselor pépresenting this
Grand Lodge conveyed to the conven-
tion of the Women'’s Christian Tem-
perance Union at its meeting in Monc~
ton our kindest and most fraternal
greetings and our earnest wishes and
prayers for success in their important
work. 7

TEMPERANCE LEGISLATION,

In connection with other temperance
workers we sought during the year to
use our influence to obtain needed leg-
islation from the government of this
province in the way of amendments to
the Liquor Idcense Act. I very much.
regret that the government only con-
ceded to us some very trivial altera-
tions whilst refusing to us all the more
important ones. By no generous
stretch of imagination, can the govern-
ment of this province be charged with
favoring the temperance cause, either
by legislation, or by the administration
of the existing laws. Instead of appeal-
ing to a government confessedly not in
sympathy with us, our appeal must be
to the electorate who make govern-
ments, urging upon the' voters, the
necessity in the nomination and voting
for representatives, that we work only
for those who are known to be in sym-
pathy with our aims and purposes.
The necessity for this is more clearly
apparent as we notice how those en-
gaged in the liquor traffic left their
political party and voted in a recent
electlon against a candidate simply be-
cause of his temperance position. . As
soon as we are prepared {rrespective
of political affiliations to vote for tem-
perance men we shall obtain legisla-
tion now denied to us

‘Whilst politicians may seek to .util-
ize us for selfish party purposes, or to
crowd us out of the fleld of political
effort, the fact remains that the policy
In which ‘we believe and for which we
wark and pray—namely, the abolish-
ment of the liquor bar and the saloon
and the ultimate destruction of the li-
quor traffic as at present existing, the
helping to make Canada a sober na-
tion, is infinitely more important than
that of either of the political parties now
claiming our. suffrages. If we accept
as correct the evidence of statisticians
as to the increased sale of intoxicating
drinks, and the increase of drunken-
ness in this Dominion, there is impera-
tive need for more earnest temperance
effort, in the way of temperance
teaching, of personal appeal, of old-
fashioned pledge signing, both amongst
children and adults, so that personal
abstinence from the use of intoxicating
drinks may become the prevailing cus-
tom of our people, and along with this
educative work we must seek-to create
and build up a public opinion that will
sustain laws already enacted and cause
the passing of necessary amendments
to existing laws. We must also pro-
ceed to the more complete organiza-
tion of our forces, enlisting the aid of
all fayorable to our view, so as to en-
sure at coming elections the return of
men favorable to our cause, and in this
way promote what we believe to be the
best interests of our people and coun-
try.

The efforts to promote the introduc-
tion of the Gothenbury system, or the
municipalization of the liquor traffic

I into our country is not one on which

we should look with any degree of
favor, even though such policy may be
advocated by those in high position.
By personal observation in Sweden and

‘in England, and for other reasons, I

am satisfled that the results are not
such as to hope that their introduc-
tion into this ceuntry would be con-
ducive to temperance progress. The
end sought by these methods could be
more easily reached in other and less
objectionable ways.

JUVENILE WORK.

It is gratifying to know that the |

juvenile branch of the order during the
year has made considerable progress.
More attention must be given to this
part of our work, and when it is not
practicable to form temples the young
should be gatheéred into our subordin-
ate lodges so as to early train them in
the principles and practice of Good
Templary. -

It may be necessary for the commit-
tee on Juvenile Templary and the com-
mittee on by-laws, to look . carefully
into the relation of the juvenile work
to this Grand Lodge and provide for
such by-laws as may be deemed help-
ful in securing greater efficiency in
this important department.

This Grand Lodge should also see
that sufficient financial help is provid-
ed for the coming year,

CLOSING WORDS

I rejoice in the harmony and prosper-
ity throughout.our membership. Not
much has had to be done in the way of
the settlement of differences, and very
few official decisions have been ecalled
for, and these not of an important
character. A good, healthy, active ¢on-
dition of work is manifesting ftself
throughout our. jurisdiction. Putting
away personal differences and aims
and ambitions, 1ét us Intelligently and
carefully plan and work as with one
mind and one heart for the bullding up
of a sober, God-fearing nation,

Dear Sir—We, the undersigned resi-
dents of the county of Albert would
respectfully call your attention to the
following facts:

(1) ‘That the Canada Termpérance Act
is in force in the county of Albert.

(2) That we believe no open bars
exist in said county.

(3) That a large amount of intoxi-
cating liquor is brought into said coun-
ty by means of your company’s agency
in connection with the Salisbury and
Harvey Railway.

(4) That a large traffic in liquors has
developed between the city of St. John
and the county of Albert on account
of your company accepting in St. John
from liquor dealers consignments of
liquor for delivery in this coéunty, and
delivering the same and collecting
therefor.

(5). That many of the customers in
thig county so served by the said deal-
ers through your agency are young
men, some mere boys, many of whom
would be refused liquor were they to
personally apply for it at a bar in the
city, as the sale to such would be
known to the vendor to be a violation
of the Liquor License Act of N. B.,
now in force in that city; but by using
Yyour agency, said boys and young men
are able to procure quantities of in-
toxicating liquors, which practice is
having a most demoralizing effect on
some of the communities in this, our
fair county of Albert.

And now, dear gir, in the face of
these facts, we whose names are here-
to subscribed do most edrnestly re-
quest of you that! 'you logk darefully
into thig matter, a view of stop-
ping this traffic in liquor. We sincere-
ly hope that you may see your way
clear to refuse entirely to accept for
delivery in Albert Co. all liquors ex-
cept those ordered by legally qualified
physicians and druggists.

E. BE. Peck pointed out some of the
evils resulting from the course pro-
tested against by the petitioners, and
Rev. E. Bell spoke in ‘support of the
request, calling attention to the evil
in other countiés as well as in Albert
caused by C. O, D. sales of liquors in
Scott Act counties.

Mrs. W. W. Killam also spoke of the
difficulties caused by the express com-
panies forwarding liquor C. O. D.

On motion of J .V. Jackson it was
resolved that the Grand Lodge endorse
the petition and authorize the incom-
ing exeeutive to appoint some of its
members to join with the petitioners
in carrying out the request of Albert
Co. District Lodge.

The motion was spoken to by A. C.
M, Lawson and J. A, Edmonds and BE.
E. Peck, and was unanimously carried.

It was also further resolved that the
committee on' political action be re-
quested to consider the question of
needed legislation to meet the difffcul-
ties reported in the petition of sales of
