London, Nov. 25.—“If you win a
victory it will be only a temporary
one; if you lose, you have prejudiced
the position, power, prestige and use-
fulness of the House of Lords, which,
1 believe, every one of you honors and
desireq to serve as heartily as I do
myself.”

In this homely, candid fashion Lord
Balfour of Burleigh gave the mem-
bers of the House of Lords this ev-
ening his opinion of the course they
are pursuing with regard to the bud-
get. He has none of the graces of
oratory which Lord Rosebery posses-
ses, but his plain, downright manner
is not without effect, and his speech
was the real event of today's sitting
of the upper chamber. It probably will
have ever greater influence than that
of Lord Rosebery, because Rosebery
no longer holds the confidence of any
party.

The Multitudinous Poor.

The Bishop of Hereford who inter-
vened later in the debate, said that
while lLe respected the Archbishop
of Canterbury’s desire that the bish-
ops abstain from voting on the mea-
sure, he claimed the right to the ex-
ercise of independent judgment. If
the bishops had any function to per-
form it was to speak for the multitu-
dinous poor, he said, therefore he
supported the budget, which was a so-
cial welfare budget, based on sound
finance. He was conyinced, he declar-
ed, that the country’s answer to an
appeal to the ballots would be in
clear English that never again shall
the fundamental liberties of the peo-
ple be endangered by a privileged
class. He wished that the budget
might be pasesd as a protection
against the rapidly growing spirit of
revolt among the democracy which
might become dangerous.

Other Speakers.

Many others of the peers spoke, but
all of them along ordinary party lines.
The debate was adjourned until Mon,
day when Viscount Morley, Lord Cur-
gzon and Lord Rothschild are expect-
ed to address the House. Lord Cur-
zon’s cold, which precluded his
speaking today, is better tonmight.

Rumors are current tonight that the
Conservative leaders, seeing the dam-
aging effect that the speeches of Lordg
Cromer, Rosebery and Balfour of Bur-
leigh, is likely to have on the Con-
gervative cause in an election, are re-
considering their position with regard
to the budget. But the best informa-
tion indicates that Lord Lansdowne’s
resolution against the adoption of the
«budget will go to a division and be car-
#led by an enormous’ majority.

A great pro-budget demonstration
took place tonight in Parliament
Square and that locality. Several thou-
sand persons gathered for the de-
monstration and sang political songs
and cheered for David Lloyd-George,
Chancellor of the Exchequer. Police
to the number of 1500 were employed
in keeping order but finally the crowd
became unmanageable and they clear-
ed the square. There were some slight
scuffles agd several arrests were
made. The demonstration is likely to
be repeated on a large scale Monday
and Tuesday.

REVOLUTION IN
NCARAGUA 15
SPAEADING NOW

Revolutionary Forces Maintain-
ing An Effective Blockade OY
Greytown And Are Confident
Of Success.

FOREIGN INTERESTS
BEING PROTECTED

Washington, D. C., Nov. 25.—The
revolution in Niceragua is spreading
in the opinion of Captain Shipley,
commander of the United States
cruiser Des Moines which is off the
coast of Nicaragua. The revolutionary
forces are reported to be maintaining
afi effective blockade and are patrol-
ling off Greytown with two gunboats,
Assurance is given that American and
foreign interests are being protected.

There are the important facts con-
tained in a cablegram received at the
Navy Department today from the com-
mander-of the Des Moines at Port
Limon. On November 23rd the revo-
lutionary gunboats fired on Greytown,
but without effect. The revolutionary
forees now have possession of the
back country of Nicaragua, including
Rama where fighting is likely to oc-
cur. An officer from the Des Moines
landed at Greyton. but found only one
American citizen.

The state department was advised
by the Western Union Telegraph Com-
pany today that during the present
interruption to the telegraph lines in
Nicaragua and Costa Rica it is possi-
ble to handle some of the traffic by
wireless via Conlon but that the ser-
vice is not continuous and there was
no communication between Tuesday
and Thursday. This accounts for the
difficulty the department is experienc-
ing in its efforts to reach its diploma-
tic and consular officers at Central
American ports. Renewed efforts are
being made to reach these officers.

The department of state today re-
ceived hy wireless, by way of Colon,
a2 message of which the following is
a translation:

“According to Article 742 of mili-
tary ordinance, Zelaya had no right
to shoot the outposts.” The message
was signed “Bub-Secretary of State,
Moreira.”

It is assumed that he is an insurrec-
tionist.

It was stated that the department
would not reply to Moreira.

Ottawa, Nov. 25.—The report of the [
Secretary of State for the last ﬂsn'il![
year was tabled in the House of Com-|
mons today. It says that the num-|
ber of charters issued under the com-|
panies act during 1908-5 was 366. The|
total capitalization of new companies|
for that year was $119,324875, and|
the capitalization of existing compan:
fes was increased by 72,293,000,
which is more than double that of
the largest previous year and within
some eleven millions of the entire ad-
ditional capitalization of old compan
fes in the last nine years, from 1900
The whole amounting to $191,617,875,
which is only exceeded by that of the
year 1906. The report states that the
number of naturalized aliens mostly
in the farming section of Western
Canada, was more than double that
of the previous year.

During the year 1908, 25,731 persons
were naturalized, of those 715 were
re-admitted to British nationalty of

se naturalized last year nine thous-

d were from the United States, 3982
rom Austria, 3046 from Russia, 1852
from Italy, 1083 from Galicla, 905
652 from France, 580
for Hungary, 585 from Germany, 444
from Norway, 439 from Japan, 355
from China, 328 from Finland, 318
from Belgium, and 187 from Iceland.
This makes a grand total of 114,130
persons registered as naturalized Bri-
tish subjects in Canada.
