After the evening prayer service in 
the Çhsrlotte Street Baptist Church 
on Wednesday evening by the pastor, 
the officials of the church held a short 
meeting and elected D. C. Claric as 
chairman.

Mr. McLean stated that for the 
purpose of -protecting the spruce man­
ufacturer and the spruce market, it 
had been thought advisable last fall 
to form an association which would 
apply solely to the interests of the 
spruce
Canada. An executive board had been 

The formed at the meeting In Montreal 
last November, with seven director) 
for the province of New Brunswick, 
five from Quebec and three from No­
va Sootla. Mr. William Price had 
been elected president, himself. An- 
tsua McLean, vice-president, and Mr. 
Bond appointed secretary pro-tern.

Mr. McLean stated that the manu­
facturers of spruce lumber had not 
been getting adequate returns for 
their work ,as every man was work­
ing for himself, and a lot of possible 
benefit was being lost by this inde­
pendent action. Sir William Price had 
always played a lone hand, like othe- 
newsprint manufacturers, and until 
concerted action was fostered there 
waa no way of figuring costs, stocks 
on hand or other important data vital 
to the Industry.

The question' before the meeting 
was whether the members wished to 
continue the association as a separ­
ate and distinct lumber body, or to 
affiliate with the Canadian Lumber­
men’s Association.

of the "flu” but the loss of production 
brought the costs of logging up to an 
abnormal figure. Mauy camps were 
closed down completely once the “flu” 
got a foothold and #ome that were 
closed were not re-opened. The man 
who had suffered from the malady did 
not want to go back into the woods 
aud preferred practically any work, 
or Idleness, to lumbering, with the 
consequence that the production fell 
down all through the country, particu­
larly8 In the north. Along the head 
of the Nepisiquit Itiver the cut 
amounted to only one million feet out 
of an average production of ten mit 
lions.

The southern part of the province 
has enjoyed far better weather than 
the northern and the production 
among these camps has 
been able to approach much nearer 
the normal.

Northumberland, Gloucester, Rest!- 
gouche and Victoria counties were 
smothered with a heavy storm two 
weeks ago, which did considerable 
damage and tied up the logging very 
appreciably.

The timber operators are not the 
only persons who are suffering from 
the present conditions. The pulp and 
paper markets are practically flat The 
mills all over tlie country are curtail­
ing and it is estimated that only one- 
half the capacity is being turned out 
today. , . .

The greatest question throughout 
the trade is that of tonnage, for 
though the situation Is steadily im­
proving, and the Bnnsu government 
is releasing ships as fast as possible 
there is a tremendous amount of cut 
lumber that has been lying in yards, 
in New Brunswick for over a year; 
lumber, too, that has been bought by 
the Allies and for which there is a 
pressing need overseas*

The association will take this mat­
ter up at an early date with the 
Canadian and British governments 
and until that time the lumbermen 
can only mark time and wait.

Prices are good and the market is 
firm. With the solution of the labor 
problem in the thousands of returning 
woodsmen, and the tonnage difficulty 
erased, conditions would be practical- 
ly ideal.
