A GREWSOME TALE

St. John Man Writes of Awful Experience of Miners Near
Cape Nome—One Died from Starva'ion.

Two Comrades Had Cut Flesh from His Thigh, Cooked [t, and Were
About to Eat, When Rescue Came.

(Written for The Telegraph.)

: Nome, Aug. 24.

Some of your kind readers may feel inter-
ested in far away Nome and wonder what
the hardships may he which a miner: has to
endure to get the little gold that is so um-
evenly distributed in this northern country.

Nome has a population of about 5,000 dur-
ing the three months of summer, and be-

tween 7,000 and 8,000 the balance of the year.
Many miners come in from the creeks to
winter in the city. The business portion of
Neme is well built; all the principal streets
are plankeétd; those that are not are practi-
cally impassable, the mud being about four
feot deep. The saloons do the most thriving
business here and all kinds of gambling
games run night and day. 'ome is an din-
corporated city and has good protection from
the lawless element. We also have a good
fire department. OQutside of the Nome city
limits I cannot speak so well of the law
heing enforced. 'Claim jumping and ‘gun
plays seem to be the principal happenings.

Anril, Dexter, Glacier and Snow creeks are
the bonanza creeks in this district and are
all short creeks. There is a vast territory
here but a very small portion of it is rich.

Discouraged miners are now coming in
from. the Arctic, Blue Stone and Kougrock
districts. Thig year they are working the
beach over for the third time. Miners are
strung along the beach for a distamnce of 30
miles, working with rockers and sluice boxes
and on account of its being the third time
worked, they get very little. The gold is
very fine. There is very. little work to be
had, so hundreds are going home on every
outgoing steamer.

There are only three months out of the
year when mining can ®e done, July, Au-
gust and September; the rest of the yecar the
ground -is frozen.

It is estimated that e have 40.000 men
in this portion of Alaska prospecting this
year and the hardships they have to endure
is something appaling. S

The story of the dreadful plight of three
miners has just reached us from the north.
This happened during July of this year. For
22 days three mien without food, except such
as they find along the Agiapuk river, eking
out an. existence on grass roots, snails, wild
goose eggs, containing. half formed birds and
gradually Teaching that :stage - where the
thought. of eating human flcsh is filled with
anticipation of a sumrrt\mxﬁ repast—this was
the condition of the twg Surviving members
of a party providentially Tound at 9 o'clock

last Saturday morning (July 20) by two pros-
pectors about 10 miles up the Agiapuk river
near an old Esquimo village.

George Dean, Jack Huston and Joseph C.
Thirey originally comprised the party, but
six hours before the rescuers arrived, Dean
had breathed his last and the starving men,
recognizing in their dead comrade a means
of deliverance from their awful condition,
cut from his thigh six inches of flesh to the
bone and when discovered were preparing a
stew in the egloo (Esquimo house) which
had been their home for about two weeks.
The opportune arrival of their rescuers alone
prevented the starving men from eating
human flesh, for the meat was almost ready
to serve. Surely Divine Providence prompted
these two rescuers to stop their boat upon
that particular sandbar and, discovering in
the distance a peculiar looking boat, proceed
to examine and finally to catch the sound of
a faint whistle and thear the feeble cry of
“For God’s sake don't leave us; we are
starving.’’

To.empty ¢he boiling pot of its gruesome
contents and prepare a gruel for the sur-
viving men was but the work of a short
time. Being given such nourishment as was
deemed best, the two living skeletons were
tenderly placed in the canoe and by night
they reached Teller City and immediately
willing hands attended their every want.

It scems that the tarce men started for
Teller City from Quartz Creek, heading for
Burk, Creek, in the middle of June. They
found Berk Creek full of water and decided
to stick to the divide, following it down to
the Agiapuk river. They lost their way in
the vicinity of Salt Lake and floundered hope-
lessly through shough and marshes, but they
stuck it out bravely till they got to the
Igloo on the Agiapuk river. By this time
their provisions had long been exhausted and
they were slowly famishing. They tried to
make a boat to cross the river for help but
they had to use rotten canvass, taken from
an Indian corpse, and it leaked.

It was this boat, however, that attracted
the attention of their rescuers. Dean had
become partly paralyzed long before reach-
ing the Igloo and begged his' companions to
jeave him, but ‘this they refused to do.

Alaska’s wealth is very much over-esti-
matdl and the hardships that have to be
endurbd are many—a warning to those who
may wish to better their condition—"All is
not. gold that glitters.”
