RETURNS FROM DISTRICT MEETINGS.

“ Resolved,—That the Chairmen of Districts, incompliance with the direc­
tions of Conference, forward to the General Superintendent of Missions, as 
early as practicable, a copy of the recommendations to this Board by the 
September District Meeting for grant of Missionary money, the same to em­
brace number of Members, Children on each Mission, and the probable 
amount of the current Income."

TIME FOR PUBLISHING ANNUAL REPORT.

“ Resolved,—That in future tho Missionary Report be published, at tho 
latest, by the 1st of October, and that any list of subscribers that may not 
be returned in time for insertion in its proper place be added at tho close of 
the Report, and if delayed too long for that, be laid over to the next year’s 
Report."
