The consequence was that the weight
of the board thus inadvertently drawn away
from its support overpowered the young
man, and he was precipitated to the ground,
a distanbe of 45 feet, and, having narrowly
escaped striking a piece of timber, glnngd
head first on a piece of soft ground. His
jaw-bone was fractured, the bridge of his
nose broken, and several severe bruises in-
flicted, but no internal injury was sustained.

A singular case of drowning occurred on
Tuesday evening in Wellington street, Ham-
ilton. From the evidence given at the in-
quest, which was held by Mr. H. B. Bull, it
appears that the deceased, Mrs Ellen Sheane,
had been removing to a house on Welling-
ton street, and had gone to the rear of the
lot in the evening to feed some pigs. Some
time afterwards, her husband, wondering
why she remained so long, went after her,
and found her in the well head downwards.
Calling for assistance, she was raised, but
death had ensued. The well was four feet
in depth, and there was only abgut thirteen
inches of water init. It is supposed that in
drawing water, she had lost her balance, and
tumbled in. The jury returned a verdiet of
“Accidentally Drowned.” Deceased was
thirty-five years of age, and leaves two young
children.— Hamilton Spectator.
