The following Petition was brought up and laid on the Table:—

The Order of the Day being read for the consideration of His Exoellency’s Speech from
the Throne, at the opening of the present Sesssion, and

The rame being read by the Clerk,

The Honorable Mr. Lacos’e moved, seconded by the Honorable Mr. Wark,

That an humble Address be presented to His Excellency the Governor General, to thank
His Excellency for his gracious Speech at the opening of this present Session of the Parlia-
ment of Canudu, and to assure His Kxcellency,—

That we are grateful to His Excellency for the cxpression of his great satisfaction in
having recourse to our advice. and that we rejoice with Ilis Kxcellency to think that on this
the first occasion on which we have had the honor of being addressed by him, there is ground
for congratulation on the aspect of public affairs at home and abroad, on the prevalence of
peaccful counscls amongst nations, and on indieations of agreement and tranquility favorable
alike to the developement of foreign commerce and the prosecutivn of domestic industry.

That we thank His Ixcellency for the assurance that, the great scheme of Confedera-
tion, having been successfully innugurated under the auspices of his Predecesor, it is to him
a source of pride to find his name in honorable associntion with the rising fortunes of the
Dominion of Canada, and that he will count it a happiness a8 well as a duty to co-operate,
to the utmost of his ability, to furthering our efforts to strengthen the ties that bind the
different Provinces together, and to ensure the attachment of the people to the soil, by the
enactment of wisc and equal laws. .

That we learn with pleasuro that our efforts in these dircctions secm now more than ever
likely to be enlled into action, inssmuch as the terms upon which groat accessions are offered
to the Dominidn will be submitted for our immediate consideration,

That we thank His Jixeellency for informine us that in conscquence of the Duke of
Buckingham and Chandos' despateh of the 8th of August last year, stating that His Grace
proposed to enter into negatiations with the Ifudsun Ba:{y Company, as to the terms on
which they would be willing to surrcnder their rights and claims in the North West Ter-
ritory, Lord Monc/ sent home to Lnglund two members of the Privy Council as a deputa-
tion to watch the course of the proceedings and attend to the interests of Canada ; that the
