All work gets 
treated equally and with respect 
as pieces of art.

The exhibition began in 1953 
when the Art Gallery was a one- 
room area in the Arts and Admin­
istration Building. The event was 
intended to showcase university 
artistic talent and to identify the 
Gallery as a university facility.

The show was so successful in 
the mid 80’s that they had to 
limit the entry and disallow 
spouse and family of Dal mem­
bers to enter. The show is so 
popular that one medical student

The opening reception on the 
November 16 sounds like an ex­
citing time.
